GLOBAL GOVERNANCE AND NEW TRENDS
IN CHINA’S FOREIGN POLICY

The goal of the article is to analyze the concept of global governance in the context
of the developments that are taking place in China’s foreign policy after 2012. The scope
of analysis is limited to the relevant parts of the reports made by Chinese leaders at the 16",
17", 18" and 19™ National Congresses of the Communist Party of China (in 2002, 2007,
2012 and 2017 respectively). As the article is trying to show, the concept of global
governance, that has been widely studied and used in International Relations for a long
time, is being used by the Chinese administration under Xi Jinping as a new foreign policy
tool, aimed at uniting around China all the states that are not satisfied with the current state
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of world politics and supporting Beijing’s claims to leadership position in international
affairs under the conditions of growing instability.

This article examines the problem of the political situation of Sufism in modern Iran,
as well as the dual policy of the Iranian leadership in relation to the Sufi fraternities.

The authorities sought to encourage the
brotherhood, then, on the contrary, to restrict their freedom, using various levers of
political pressure. Sufism — whether urban or rural-should have suffered greatly from the
Islamic Revolution, and as a result, it should have almost disappeared, but now Iran is
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more interested than anyone else in the full and multifaceted Sufi heritage, carefully
protecting the literary heritage of the Sufi classics.

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New ROK investment in the Russian Far East has yet to occur, despite South Korea’s
efforts to assist its businesses in finding profitable Russian projects. Seoul tried to convince
Moscow that concluding a free trade agreement in the near future is necessary for
intensified cooperation, but Russia prefers a more gradual approach to trade liberalization.
InterKorean rapprochement in 2018 laid a foundation for further progress in the
implementation of multilateral economic projects involving Russia if the international
sanctions against North Korea were to be eased. Therefore, bilateral relations between
Russia and the ROK can also be viewed from the perspective of promoting regional
cooperation with North Korean participation.

Of course, this trend is not so high, but it can
contribute to the growth of secularization of socio-political relations in the region.

STRATAGEMS AS THE IMPORTANT PART OF THE
REGULATION OF SINO-AMERICAN RELATIONS

This article provides a psycholinguistic speech analysis of the People’s Republic of
China leader Xi Jinping during negotiations with US statesmen when Barack Obama was a
president. For the first time, the authors of the article use the analysis of stratagems as the
basis of the Chinese algorithm of speech and non-speech behavior to identify how Chinese
diplomats achieve their political goals. The analysis shows stratagems are the powerful
factor in promoting political initiatives on the Chinese side.

In the study, the author elaborated the prospects of
regional cooperation via joint ventures that would enhance intellectual and academic
growth in the wider region.

In today’s political and economic discourse, regional connectivity is a
key catchword. It is significant for the socio-economic development of any
state. The changing dynamics of regional and international political discourse
allows nations to enhance cooperation in multiple fields. The world is no
longer unipolar, and it has become multipolar. The multiplex civilizational
patterns have encouraged countries to find common grounds for joint projects.
The constructive engagement would lead nations to shared prosperity. It will
help them to devise strong policies in order to tackle the common global
challenges. The complex nature of regional networks requires Governments to
reach across sectoral boundaries to develop cross-sectoral policies, both at the
national and regional levels. To achieve this, they will need to strengthen
institutional mechanisms and make better use of existing regional forums. In
this regard, international academic networks can play a significant role in
enhancing intellectual collaboration, cultural exchanges, and educational
opportunities.

Pakistan is located at a geo-strategically important place. It lies at the
interface of South Asia, Central Asia, and the Middle East. Therefore,
enhancing regional collaboration with the broader Eurasian region is
significant. Pakistan has a religious and cultural affinity with the Central
Asian Republic (CARs). The region of Central Asia is considered one of the
fastest-growing regions of the world. The countries’ governments have

adopted the policy of gradualism and moved towards exceptional internal
transition, thereby portraying a model of more accountable and democratic
nations. The transformation of policies and structural adjustments have led
these nations’ socio-economic development in many domains. Therefore,
enhanced regional cooperation with Central Asian Republics and the Eurasian
region would result as a boon for each state involved.

For increased regional connectivity and cooperation, stability in
Afghanistan is the prerequisite. The country is amid chaos and instability due
to its decades-long ongoing war. It has ripple effects on the adjacent countries.
Pakistan has been actively playing a substantial role in the socio-economic
reconstruction and peace process in Afghanistan. Due to Pakistan’s strong
efforts and constructive engagement, the U.S and the Taliban signed a peace
deal on 29 February 2020. Pakistan’s soft power policy has a primary
objective to bring peace, enhance regional cooperation and facilitate socio-
economic reconstruction in Afghanistan. It has been playing a pivotal role in
resolving the Afghanistan crisis. The country has perused policies of
cooperation and has significantly invested in capacity building and technical
training programs in Afghanistan. For example, the grand economic projects,
Central Asia Regional Economic Cooperation (CAREC), Turkmenistan—
Afghanistan—Pakistan—India Pipeline (TAPI), and other trans-national
programs require an integrated approach for implementation. Afghanistan can
play an important role as a transit energy trade hub between South Asian and
Central Asian countries. Therefore, restoring peace in Afghanistan is a dire
need of time.

China-Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC), a flagship project of the
Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), is a game-changer project for the region.
Pakistan is enriched in natural endowments like minerals, five seasons, fertile
agricultural land, a hardworking labor force, the world’s largest and oldest
canal system, and a deep-sea port of Gwadar. China-Pakistan Economic
Corridor is one of the most significant, enormous, and far-reaching initiatives
in this context. It is fruitfully accounting for the prospects for open market
development, building mutual trust, economic integration, and fostering
cultural ties. The historical friendship of China and Pakistan further accounts
for a solid partnership in many other domains. The economic connectivity
between both states has paved the way for enhanced strategic cooperation.
Due to this project, new patterns of cooperation are emerging that are
substantially contributing in enhancing people-to-people contacts, robust
diplomatic-commercial ties, and cultural exchange benefits. Hence, Gwadar
port presents a great advantage for the landlocked Central Asian countries and
Afghanistan to access the easy trade route via Pakistan to the warm waters. It
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will increase infrastructure development and cross-border facilitation
regionally.

The Central Asian countries are more inclined towards the socio-
economic reconstruction of Afghanistan. The role of Uzbekistan as a
prominent stakeholder highlights its profound concern to bring peace to the
region and resolve the Afghan conflict. Central and South Asia’s regional
politics and outlook have been complexing because of the huge involvement
of extra-regional powers. The regions have been the battleground of power
politics and superpowers. The intervention of extra-regional powers and non-
state actors has limited economic and regional cooperation. However, now the
dynamics of the world’s political and economic discourse are changing. The
world is no longer unipolar. There are more opportunities to integrate in this
multipolar world due to innovative ideas and multilateral civilizational
patterns.

Moreover, there is a substantial untapped existing potential for the
wider Eurasian region and Pakistan. The Eurasian Economic Union (EEU)
Free Trade agreement has enormous opportunities to engage the regional
states. Economic connectivity always leads towards a more united framework
of cooperation in many other domains. In this regard, Eurasian Economic
Union holds exceptional prospects for Pakistan to become a member as the
country has vast economic potential. The Iran-Pakistan railway line also
provides significant opportunities to Turkey and Eurasian region for import
and exports. ldentifying diverse routes for Iran-Pakistan railway line would
give the landlocked Eurasian nations a new impetus to increase their trade
activity via this railway this connectivity. Furthermore, the arrangements of
broader regional integration include Quadrilateral Transact Trade Agreement
(QTTA), Central Asia-South Asia (CASA) 1000 power project, Uzbekistan-
Pakistan railway line from Termez to Peshawar, and the Afghanistan-Pakistan
Transit Trade Agreement (APTA).

Belarus is one of the closest allies of Pakistan. After the Soviet’s Union
disintegration, the country has emerged as a sovereign state. Since the
independence, it has opted for a gradual transformative path, characterized by
robust civil administration, effective structural reforms, and a modest
expansion of the public-private sector. The country has experienced
successful and prosperous phases in increasing economic and diplomatic
cooperation. Belarusian incumbent administration under the leadership of His
Excellency, Alexander Lukashenko, has introduced the best framework for
the state’s administration, reforms, and pervasive grounds for economic
cooperation with the rest of the world.

One of the main factors that Belarus adopted was the greater economic
collaboration and good friendly relationship with other neighboring states. Its
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unique economic model has provided an ample number of opportunities to
establish strong ties with Pakistan. The ratio of trade activities (import and
exports) has also fostered. In present times, the bilateral relationship of both
countries has grown at an unprecedented level. Both countries are moving
towards cooperation and enhancing the sphere of connectivity. In this regard,
several Memorandums of understanding (MoUs) and agreements have been
signed for multiple fields. For instance, science and technology, imports-
exports, trade-investment, and higher education academic exchanges.

Under this discussion, it is clear that the transforming dynamics of
changing world order and cooperative patterns are significant to analyze for
joint ventures. Joint ventures are now being used as a strategic option in
mature economies. A robust framework for shared cooperation, regional
engagements, and academic collaboration would facilitate win-win and
reciprocal integration for all countries involved. In this context, a consolidated
regional framework is needed for result-oriented diplomatic and economic
programs. The promotion of regional cooperation towards global markets
with flexible relations between regional countries is the main aspect of open
regionalism and cooperation.

The regional geo-economic and geo-political circumstances for deep
integration demands practical measures for infrastructure development. It
includes cross-border economic activity, roads, highways, railways, highways,
pipelines, sea/air/dry ports, etc. Apart from that, countries are perusing the
soft power policies to achieve their desired goals and enhance the soft power
projection.

In this aspect, the soft components include harmonization and
coordination of cross-border policies. For example, establishing legal and
regulatory frameworks for trade activities, custom-tariff policies, border
clearance, cultural exchanges, academic cooperation, tourism, etc. The
strategic objective of connectivity must be the expansion of trade and
exploring joint avenues of cooperation. The regional economic cooperation
appears to have reduced the income gaps between countries because of
convergence and common grounds.

Regional integration helps countries to overcome gaps, division, and
challenges. In this aspect, academic/intellectual institutional development, and
facilitation are significant in recent times. A common framework for
education policy and practice will help to foster collaboration and hasten
progress towards regional convergence.

Culture and academic cooperation play a central role in this process. A
culture is a valuable tool for advancing on the road to integration. It can make
a decisive contribution to strengthening cohesion, dialogue, and social
understanding among the countries, which is an intrinsic factor to counter
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common global threats. In this aspect, academic/intellectual facilitation is
needed among countries to promote peace, dialogue, and accept cultural and
civilizational diversities.

Collaboration in the academic and educational sectors would do
wonders to foster the process of regional integration. In this aspect, Eurasian
countries and Pakistan can devise relevant policy mechanisms to provide
opportunities for joint ventures and student exchange programs. These
tremendous educational chances would increase people-to-people
connectivity, and soft power projection, cultural exchanges, tourism, and
countries can learn from each other in a better way.

Furthermore, countries can identify grounds for mutual interests to
increase their efforts to strengthen multilateral ties. Awareness programs,
teacher-students exchange programs, scholarships, international summits,
webinars, seminars, and relevant literature can help these regional countries to
collaborate.

The cooperation that began with economic assistance can lead to
strategic partnership and collaboration in many other fields. Therefore,
exploring grounds for joint ventures and enhanced academic networks in the
region would benefit all states. In this context, operationalization of practical
policy options could pave the way for new avenues of economic cooperation,
political integration, harmony, peaceful coexistence, respect, and lead towards
multilateral regional alliance to an unprecedented level.

CHINA—JAPAN—SOUTH KOREA’S TRILATERAL
DISASTER MANAGEMENT COOPERATIONWITHIN
ASEAN-CENTERED INSTITUTIONS (2009-2019)
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In the article the of role ASEAN-centered institutions for China-Japan-South Korea
interaction and cooperation on disaster management is analyzed. Based on official
secondary data and the method of forecasting by analogy the author presents evidence of
ASEAN providing the three countries with a testing ground for interaction as well as with
a possible example to imitate. In turn, ASEAN institutions benefit from the trilateral
disaster management development because they receive financial and other kind of
assistance from the wealthy China, South Korea, and especially Japan.
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In October 2009, United Nations Office for Disaster Risk Reduction
produced the Terminology in English, Chinese’, Japanese and Korean on the
occasion of the first trilateral meeting on disaster management by China,
Japan and the Republic of Korea. According to the terminology, disaster (risk)
management is defined as “the systematic process of using administrative
directives, organizations, and operational skills and capacities to implement
strategies, policies and improved coping capacities in order to lessen the
adverse impacts of hazards and the possibility of disaster” [1]. Coincidentally,
this marked the beginning of trilateral cooperation on disaster management,
so my research timeline is limited to 2009-2019 before the COVID-19
pandemic/disaster in 2020 provided a new challenge for three countries to
overcome. China-Japan-South Korea (CJK) engagement was later
institutionalized with the establishment of the Trilateral Cooperation
Secretariat (TCS) — an intergovernmentally-sponsored CJK organization in
which three countries’ officials discuss economic, environmental, and
sometimes political issues, including disaster management [2]. However, it is
not the first institution in Asia that addresses this issue. There are various
ASEAN-centered mechanisms involved in the regional disaster management
since at least 2005 (an effort prompted by the 2004 Indian Ocean earthquake
and tsunami [3]). Consequently, | hypothesize that ASEAN is a possible
example of cooperation on disaster management for CJK to emulate. My goal
is to determine what role ASEAN-centered institutions might be playing in
CJK interaction and cooperation on disaster management. For this, |
formulate the following objectives: 1) to find how CJK relate to ASEAN
disaster management initiatives; 2) to establish the reason ASEAN might need
CJK for its disaster management initiatives. To solve these problems, | utilize
two analytical methods: secondary analysis as well as forecasting by analogy.

The Association of Southeast Asian Nations was created in 1967 and
was a product of Cold War mentality with the aim to contain communist
states like the People’s Republic of China. However, after the collapse of
Berlin Wall in 1989 ASEAN became less ideological and more open [4,
p.122]. Not only did it include new members, like a communist Vietnam, but
also produced various multilateral free-to-join institutions, like security-
focused ASEAN Regional Forum (since 1994), ASEAN Defense Ministers’
Meeting Plus (since 2010), or mostly economically focused ASEAN+3 (since
1997), East Asia Summit (since 2005). In addition, ASEAN’s priorities
shifted from traditional security (primarily concerned with military threats) to
the area of non-traditional security (counterterrorism and trans-national
crimes; maritime security; and non-proliferation and disarmament etc.), like

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disaster relief. As in all the above-mentioned associations CJK are present, |
would now examine their trilateral interaction with ASEAN in detail.

One of the ASEAN-centered mechanisms deserving the attention is
ASEAN Regional Forum Disaster Relief Exercise or ARF DIREXx for short
[5]. In general, this format has evolved from Inter-sessional Meetings
on Disaster relief and ARF Disaster Relief Exercise Table Top Exercises. It
takes place every two years and is co-hosted by one ASEAN member state
and co-sponsored by one non-ASEAN ARF member. Table top exercises are
simulations resembling a board game of strategy, often used by emergency
agencies to save money and trouble when testing a hypothetical disaster
scenario. The first one, then called “ARF Voluntary Demonstration of Response”,
was jointly held by the Philippines and the United States in May 2009 [6].

Quite ironically, the second DIREx was conducted in March 15-19,
2011, co-sponsored by Japan, but held in the ASEAN co-chair country
Indonesia. The Second ARD DIiREXx consisted of a Table Top Exercise (TTX),
Field Training Exercise (FTX) and Humanitarian Civic Action (HCA) [7].
Although this exercise was pre-planned, one cannot help but point out that
had it been conducted on the co-sponsor country’s territory, Japan’s 3/11
disaster’ might have been mitigated more promptly with the help of the
DIREX participants. Regardless, when the Triple disaster occurred three non-
ASEAN member states — the US, South Korea, Japan — left the DIREX to
support the latter (which also served as good publicity). In a month, the
Republic of Korea provided a search and rescue team of 102 rescue workers
and 5 staff members to control two rescue dogs [8, p.146], and donated
various relief supplies in the months following [lbid, p.149]. Moreover,
immediately after the 3/11 disaster Korean Red Cross officially launched a
fund raiser for helping the victims in Japan. According to 2011 Korean Red
Cross Annual Report 44.5 billion won or 37,430,710 US dollars were raised
for the cause [9, p.22-23]. Also, only a small portion (around 2,189,188 US
dollars) originated from Korean businesses [10] while the rest of the sum was
from concerned individuals in South Korea. In comparison, Chinese
government sent only 15 rescue workers whereas, quantitatively speaking,
even from Taiwan with its 23.5 million population and smaller nominal GDP,
28 ambulance workers were dispatched [8, p.144-145]. Therefore, when
disaster stroke one of CJK the other two acted independently (though there is
scattered evidence that the ROK government coordinated its response with the
US side to some extent [11]) to support Japan to the extent practicable, not to
the extent fully possible.

The third DIREx was co-chaired by the ROK and co-hosted by
Thailand on 7-11 May 2013. As usual, the participants conducted exercises to
promptly undertake relief activities in a simulated large-scale disaster. Apart
from CJK participating in the DIREx as ARF members, the newly established
Trilateral Cooperation Secretariat also contributed personnel to the exercise
[12]. Since ASEAN is one of the oldest existing institutions in Asia-Pacific it
provides an exemplary framework for other Asian organizations, like TCS, to
emulate. However, first CJK table-top exercise was conducted on March 14,
2013 [13], two months prior to the actual ARF exercise, so | cannot establish
any connection, only correlation. Still, any of CJK states could have
introduced ASEAN practices into the TCS (like Japan [14, p.82]). Thus, it is
far from improbable that CJK table-top exercises will eventually evolve into
full-scale real-life exercises by analogy with the ARF DiREX.

The fourth DIREx co-chaired by the PRC and co-hosted by Malaysia
happened on 7-11 May 2015, and no ARF DIiREXx has been conducted since.
Most likely, it was eventually downgraded to separate thematic trainings,
table-top exercises, meetings, workshops, and seminars which have been
ongoing at least until 2020 [15]. Also, I find it plausible that the focus could
have shifted to a more inclusive ASEAN Defense Ministers’ Meeting Plus
which convenes annually and conducts various types of exercises [16].

Unlike in the case of CJK, Southeast Asian governments have
recognized the common threat of natural disasters long ago, so whereas CJK
governments only created the first common institution, ASEAN members
established a special ASEAN Coordinating Centre for Humanitarian
Assistance on disaster management or AHA center for short in Jakarta,
Indonesia. Therefore, when one of ASEAN member-states is affected by
disaster they can request for AHA Centre’s assistance. For instance,
deployment of the ASEAN Emergency Response and Assessment Team who
are trained in emergency assessments and are rapidly deployable experts
(within 24 hours); or ASEAN’s relief items managed by the AHA Centre
under the Disaster Emergency Logistics System for ASEAN; or assistance
from the other Member States through the AHA Centre (or it could itself
make an offer of assistance or facilitate assistance from the other ASEAN
Member States) [17]. However, | leave open the possibility that the TCS will
one day establish a similar institution for disaster management. For example,
Japan is very actively involved in supporting the AHA Center with the needed
human and financial resources [14, p.82], so it could eventually introduce
some of ASEAN practices to TCS.

Speaking about the financial part of CJK involvement in the
mechanisms of ASEAN-centered institutions | should place a special attention
on ASEAN+3 as it has been closely intertwined with CJK cooperation

processes long before the TCS appeared. There is even a notion that CIK
web-secretariat in 2009 was created just to store information about ASEAN+3
meetings [18]. As primarily a financial grouping, ASEAN+3 involvement in
disaster management is mainly concerned with post-disaster recovery during
which big sums of money are poured into reconstruction, insurance
reimbursements etc. Then again, Southeast Asian economies, Singapore
excluded, could not boast great cash holdings so they put effort into disaster
preparedness for the sake of less costly post-disaster recovery. That is where
CJK economies’ involvement is needed. For example, since 2013 ASEAN+3
rice reserve is functioning in Thailand. In case of disaster a portion of
voluntarily donated rice will be distributed to the country facing an
emergency or when it needs aid. As expected, from 787,000 tons of rice —
700,000 are contributed by CJK economies [19].

In addition, ASEAN+3 is to some extent involved in organizing
emergency insurance. In partnership with the World Bank ASEAN and CJK
Finance Ministers and Central Bank Governors it created the Southeast Asia
Disaster Risk Insurance Facility (SEADRIF). SEADRIF has a catastrophe risk
insurance pool (initially for Laos, Myanmar, and Cambodia). The pool,
however, is reserved only for ASEAN member-states but not for donors and
potential donors, such as Japan, and China, South Korea. However, it is up for
debate whether Japan and Korea which strive for staple self-sufficiency would
have exchanged rice within CJK even when facing a disaster [20]. Originally,
Singapore and Japan are the primary financial sponsors whereas World Bank
is focused on technical support. It is worth noting that the place for other
sponsors “within and beyond ASEAN+3” [21] is reserved. This project
should be viewed as complementary to the 2010 Chiang Mai Initiative
Multilateralization. This multilateral currency swap arrangement between
ASEAN+3 members [22] aims not to alleviate natural disaster consequences
but rather the aftereffects of financial calamities.

All in all, ASEAN is an old and rather institutionalized association with
many ASEAN-centered mechanisms in which CJK are also represented. From
the ARF Disaster Relief Exercise case | found that ASEAN is a possible
example for CJK to emulate, although this copying is not an immediate or
clearly sequential process. Also, in most of the mechanisms CJK do not act in
unison as is evident from their response to 3/11 disaster. Besides, within
ASEAN+3 format they usually play a role of passive donors or involved
financial sponsors, especially Japan. Therefore, ASEAN-CJK interaction on
disaster management is mutually beneficial with the former acting as an
incubator and a possible inspiration for the fledgling trilateral cooperation and
the latter functioning as resource providers for developing and least developed
economies of Southeast Asia.
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SYRIAN REFUGEES IN TURKEY AND THEIR SOCIAL PROBLEMS

With the Bashar Assad government's strict control of religious activities and the
spread of the Arab Spring very effectively, the demands of the Syrian people such as
equality, democracy and sectarian freedom caused a civil war in Syria. Kurds, Turkmen
and Arab batches consisting of Syrians escaped to Turkey not wanting to get involved and
pressured by the Assad regime. With the arrival of refugees, economic and social problems
arose. This article will mostly focus on the status of refugees in Turkey, their rights, their
social integration and relations with Turkish community.

Syrian Civil War

In Syria, which is a country suitable for people to live comfortably with
its fertile land and oil, Bashar Assad replaced his father H. Assad (July 2000)
after his death and continued the separatist policies initiated by his father.
Sunni Muslims have been completely removed from the administration. The
policies of B. Assad caused riots from time to time. In March 2011 in Daraa,
near the Jordanian border, children and young people were arrested for words
they wrote on the school wall to protest the regime and when the families of
these young people gathered to protest the situation, they faced harsh
intervention from the police. After this, these protests shortly turned into
demonstrations in different cities such as Hama, Homs, Latakia and Idlib and
uprisings of the opposition who tried to overthrow the regime. The military of
Assad’s regime used force against the people and bombed cities. A group of
soldiers who left the regime's army formed the «Free Syrian Army» by
joining the opposition, consisting mostly of Arabs, Kurds, and Turkmens. In
2011, due to the civil war in this region, more than 12 million Syrians left
their home and took refuge in other countries mainly in Turkey, and other
countries such as Jordan, Irag, and Lebanon. While 6 million 184 thousand
migrated within the country, 6 million 654 thousand fled to Turkey. As of
March 2021, 3,665,946 Syrian citizens currently reside in Turkey according
to the data of the Immigration Administration. If a country's population of
more than 13 million has taken refuge or asylum in other countries, the
government in Syria cannot be considered an authority.

Syrian Refugees in Turkey
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Since 2011, Turkey's Disaster and Emergency Management Presidency
and the Turkish Red Crescent established 16 tent cities and 6 container cities
10 border provinces and met the shelter, food, health, education, security,
social activities, worship, interpretation, communication, and banking needs
of the Syrian refugees. The camps were considered a temporary solution and
for refugees to adapt to community life, the camps were emptied as of 2018.
Now there are only the Suru¢ and Ceylanpinar camps left. Container camps
continued with their operation. «As of April 2021, 57321 people are living in
Temporary Accommodation Centers» [1]. Wealthy Syrians bought houses in
big cities, especially Istanbul, or rented houses in beautiful districts. Poor
refugees rented houses in the outskirts of cities and created their own ghettos.
For example, they preferred districts in Istanbul such as Umraniye,
Bayrampasa and Basaksehir, as the rents there are cheap. In fact, llay Aksoy,
who ran for mayor in the last elections for Fatih district, where lot of Syrians
have settled, came to the agenda with one of his banners saying "I will not
hand over Fatih to the Syrians". The reason for this is that the number of
Syrians within Fatih district, which has a population of 438 thousand, is 81
thousand. The tradesmen in this district are uncomfortable with the Syrian
tradesmen. Because Syrians opened their own shops. And their shop signs are
in Arabic. This situation disturbed the people of the region, because the
income of the tradesmen had fallen, and the people were also uncomfortable
with the Arabic signs. They started to raise their voices and say: «This is not
Syria». As of 2016, Arabic signs were removed in some cities.

Since it is not possible to individually evaluate the applications of those
who took refuge in our country for protection purposes due to the internal
turmoil in Syria, Syrians were included in the scope of temporary protection
in 2013, according to Article 91 of the «Foreigners and International
Protection Law». In addition, the camps at the Syrian-Turkish border still help
these people. One of these, the Atme Camp, is the biggest refugee camp with
a population of almost 1.5 million. Life in these camps is very difficult, as
water is supplied only once or twice a week, and people live in unhygienic
and bad conditions. Turkish civil society organizations provide humanitarian
aid for Syrians living here. They even work to create cities for them to live in
the safe zones near the border of Turkey. For example, 50 thousand briquette
houses, streets, schools, health center, and hospitals were built in Idlib [2].
Some of these houses are finished and refugees already settled there.

The number of registered Syrians under temporary protection in Turkey
iIs 3,667,881. However, the civil war that started on March 15, 2011 has
completed its 10th anniversary and Syrians still live in Turkey and more than
half do not want to return. Prof. Erdogan’s study data and analysis, announced
at the Grand National Assembly of Turkey are as follows: «According to the
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data of our last 3 studies, we see that the happiness of Syrians has increased.
The rate of those saying ‘I would not return under any circumstances was
16.7% in 2017, which increased to 51.8% in two years. Whereas the rate of
those saying “I would return if the civil war ends and a government we want
is formed” dropped from 60% to 30%. After safety was established in regions
near the Turkish border, some refugees returned in 2020. Regarding this,
Turkey’s Interior Minister Siileyman Soylu said “Thanks to the security
created by our cross-border operations, 414 thousand 61 Syrians have
voluntarily returned to their country so far» [4]. «The Interior Ministry stated
that 110 thousand Syrians have been granted Turkish citizenship. Of those, 53
thousand are adults and 57 thousand are children» [5].

Social Problems of Syrian Refugees

Turkish people embraced the refugees with pity and sorrow at the
beginning. In small cities and towns, they gave them quilts, blankets, and
kitchen utensils, and even helped with money. According to the reports of the
United Nations, 70% of these people do not work, and 95% of them
constantly receive financial aid from local parties, the Turkish Red Crescent,
district governorships, and non-governmental organizations. Refugees freely
benefit from all rights Turkish citizens receive, especially health and
education services. While there is an unemployment problem in Turkey and
while the welfare of people constantly falls, President Erdogan said «We do
not think about oil but people. We have spent 40 billion dollars on refugees»
[6], and further stated that Turkey is the country, providing the biggest
support for refugees worldwide. The large amount of money spent, the money
still being spent on Syrians, and Syrians working for less money in sectors
such as construction, agriculture, and transportation, which led to the
unemployment of locals working with minimum wage, worried most of the
Turkish people. Syrian workers, on the other hand, say that they work with
cheap wages and that their rights are violated by some employers. «A
questionnaire applied to 604 workers showed that Syrians work for
approximately 25% less than Turkish workers and that the rate of informal
employment has almost reached 100%» [7]. Persons working in seasonal
agriculture and animal husbandry are exempt from work permits. With the
support of United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees Temporary
Protection, Syrians can also open their own businesses.

The Ministry of National Education wanted to plan for education in
their mother tongue, but the problem of finding teachers who knew Arabic in
every branch could not be solved. Some of the children are unable to attend
school because of various reasons such as not having an ID, experiencing
difficulties with Turkish education, being registered in another city or them or
their families not wanting to attend school. These families are uneducated,
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have more than one child and are unable to sufficiently care for them.
Children not attending school poses a big threat. This situation raises
important problems such as becoming second wives, polygamous marriages,
early marriages, child labor, and illegal acts. Syria is one of the countries
where polygamy is accepted and refugee families ignore Turkish law and give
young girls to old men as first or second wife without conducting a legal
marriage. There has been many news about men that were double-crossed, as
their so-called wives stole all their gold and money and left. According to the
civil law in our country, girls aged 12-13 years cannot marry or have children.
While some Turks criticize Syrian marriages and the number of babies born in
Turkey, some think that the increase in marriages between Turks and Syrians
is beneficial for the cohesion and harmony of the two communities. In
addition, Syrians are also getting married to obtain Turkish citizenship. In
fact, as in all post-war societies, they make children with a reproductive
psychological state of mind. The number of Syrian children aged 0-9 years is
1,062,192. Most of these children were born in Turkey. The Turkish people
do not want Syrians, who bare children every year, to become Turkish
citizens and hope that they would return to their country. For ten years,
Syrians have naturally preferred to have relations with their own people, who
share the same destiny, and not with the local people.

The Ministry of National Education makes a special effort to ensure
that Syrian children can receive education in Turkish schools. First, schools
providing Arabic education have been opened for refugees in camps.
However, as the war went on, Turkish courses have been opened with the
help of UNICEF and the European Union. In addition, the Presidency for
Turks Abroad and Related Communities have opened private language
schools in camps and some cities. However, as these were not enough, the
Turkish Ministry of Education commissioned 4 thousand teachers to the
camps. In 2018 the camps were closed, and Turkey began the process of
integrating the Syrians. Of the refugees 70% were of school age, which is
why the adaptation process took primarily place within the education system.
Although Turkey has a 12-year compulsory education, they do not show
much interest for it. There are 1,750 thousand school and college-age children
and adolescents in Turkey. Of those 1,155,747 are of school age. While
684,919 students attend schools and 73,575 Syrian adolescents attend
university, 397,253 children do not receive education because of their families
[8]. Language courses for the levels A1-A2 are, if at least 12 or more apply,
free of charge in Public Education Centers. There are language support
classes in schools to support Syrian children. Students who want to study at
universities in Turkey must complete the academic language program and
achieve at least C1 level at the end of the program. Some universities consider
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the B2 level sufficient for enrollment in undergraduate programs, provided
that the student reaches the C1 level until the completion of the education
period. However, even if young Syrian people manage to speak Turkish
fluently, it is a difficult and hard process to reach an academic language level.
In addition, young Syrians do not encounter language problems in their daily
lives. The reason why some of the elderly and middle-aged women do not
speak Turkish is that the refugees created ghettos in cities and do not actively
participate in social life. Most young Syrians do not want to study at
universities, which they can attend without entry test and for free, whereas
Turkish citizens must study for years to pass the required exam.

Children are undoubtedly the most innocent, victimized, and vulnerable
group in wars. Children died the most in the civil war that started in Syria in
March 2011 and they fled from their countries to other countries, where they
experience a cultural crisis and an academic language barrier Turkey does its
utmost best for the large number of refugees, which is more than some
countries’ population. Parents with many children without education and low
socio-economic status try to hold on to life with economic difficulties in a
country where they do not know the language and life. There have been
migrations in the history of humanity, but it is a first that so many people
suddenly had to migrate to the same country in such a short time. Them
staying in Turkey for such a long time has brought about economic problems
for Turkey and them becoming Turkish citizens will bring about many social
problems in the future. Turkey assuming sole responsibility for them will not
solve their problems. If 13.5 million citizens of a country are living in other
countries, it is impossible to talk about the existence of that country. All the
world states, especially Russia and America, should play an active role in
solving this issue, and not in obstructing it, and support Turkey in this matter.
They should put their own agendas aside and ensure that Syrians are able to
live in peace in their country.
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The article deals with the problem of defining the social state of foreigners in Japan:
how does the adaptation process of migrants in Japan occur; how do the labor migrants
from various countries and of different confessions adapt to life in Japan; what are the
problems that migrants face in the process of adaptation to Japan and what both migrants
and local citizens can do for peaceful co-existing together. The research is based on the
method of data processing and analysis of information from official web-sites, media
resources, questionnaire and interview held by the author of this article.
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The history of international movement surrounding Japan, which
started soon after Meiji Restoration, was carried out and the country was
opened for foreign trade and international contacts. Opening the country to
the world symbolized that Japan began its journey as a modern nation. Since
modern times till nowadays, the main directions of migration for the Japanese
after Meiji Restoration were Australia (until 1901), Canada (until 1907),
Hawaii (until 1924) and Brazil. Before the Second World War a lot of
Japanese lived in Taiwan, Korea and Manchuria. By 1936 around 2,670,392
Japanese lived abroad and in ex-colonial countries. The number of foreigners
living in Japan during the same period including citizens of ex-colonial
countries was about half of the number of Japanese living abroad ~1,300,000
[1, p.29-30].

After the Second World War nearly 700,000, more than half of the
population from former colonies who lived in Japan, returned to their home
countries, and most of the Japanese who lived overseas returned. As a result,
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in 1947, the foreign population residing in the country was about 550,000,
whereas in 1960, the Japanese population residing overseas was at
approximately 240,000. After the signing of the peace treaty in San Francisco
in 1952, a new border control system was introduced that did not imply an
increase in the number of arriving foreigners. For the next 40 years, the
situation of international movement surrounding Japan has been sluggish. The
number of Japanese living abroad and the number of foreigners living in
Japan periodically changed, but without significant leaps, and this continued
until the end of the 80s.

In 1989 the government revised an Immigration Law. As a result of this
revision the number of statuses of residence for employment was increased
from 6 types to 16 types. New statuses of residence gave an opportunity for
many foreigners to enter Japan legally. Ultimately, the number of foreigners
entering Japan began to increase at once, so that the foreign population, which
was 407,603 people in 1990, exceeded 645,529 foreigners and 590,193
special permanent residents in 1992. According to the annual statistical report
of the Ministry of Justice of Japan, from 2012 the number of foreigners has
been constantly increasing and reached 2,933,137 of foreign nationals at the
end of 2019. 2,620,636 out of total number were mid to long-term residents
and 312,501 — special permanent residents. Compared to the end of 2018, the
increase in total number of foreign residents was 202,044 (7.4%). In addition,
the percentage of foreign nationals residing in Japan was 2.32% out of the
total population of Japan which was 126,160,000 as of the end of 2019, which
was 0.16 points higher than the 2.16% at the end of 2018 [2, p.27].

Since 1947, the population of Japan has steadily increased until the
2000s. In 2008, the population reached its maximum of 128,080,000 people
and since that year has begun to decline rapidly. In just over 13 years from
2008 to 2021, the population has declined by 1,900,000. And according to the
data of Ministry of Statistics of Japan on June 1, 2021 population of Japan
amounted to 125,470,000 people. Moreover, the population aged 15 to 64
years is constantly decreasing, while the age over 65 is increasing [3]. Such
reduction in the working population leads to a shortage of labor force in
industries and spheres where the Japanese themselves don’t want to work or
can’t do it. Many companies are in need of unskilled workers and this in turn
affects the economic situation in the country. That is why the question of
attracting labor from abroad is so acute. However, most of the population
opposes the attraction of foreigners, as they are afraid of the deterioration of
the criminal situation, non-observance of traditions by foreigners and
violation of the usual way of life of the Japanese.

In order to define the social status of foreigners in Japan, to understand
how does the adaptation process of migrants in Japan occur; how do the labor
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migrants from various countries and of different confessions (Muslims,
Christians, Catholics and etc.) adapt to life in Japan; what are the problems
which migrants face in the process of adaptation to Japan and what both
migrants and local citizens can do for peaceful co-existing together — for
answering on all these questions we made our own research by conducting an
interview and creating a questionnaire “Integration Of Foreigners In Japanese
Society” using Google-forms, which was spread by social networks in
October 2019 [4]. Although there is no formal legal definition of international
Immigration, many experts agree to consider people who have changed their
country of residence as international migrants, regardless of the reasons for
migration or legal status. The three- to twelve-month movement is generally
referred to as short-term or temporary migration, and the change of country of
residence over one year is referred to as long-term or permanent migration
(according to the United Nations Bureau of Economic and Social Affairs) [5,
p.2]. We were interested in the answers of all groups of foreigners. During 2
weeks from the 20™ of October till the 4™ of November 2019 we managed to
interview 25 foreign citizens, living in Tokyo, and to get the answers on the
questionnaire of 37 people of different age, gender and nationality, living in
different parts of Japan. The interview and questionnaire consisted of
questions covering various spheres of life of the foreigners: personal
information, purpose of stay in Japan, period of stay, economic situation,
place of residence, income, expenses, free time, social circle, awareness of
rights and obligations, future plans, discrimination questions, etc.

The overwhelming majority of our respondents were people with fair,
good or very good knowledge of Japanese, higher education, full-time work
employees with an average age of 30-39 years. 54,1% of the respondents live
in Japan less than 5 years but more than one, 24,3% live in Japan more than 5
years but less than 10 and 21,6% live in Japan for more than 10 years. The
purpose of stay was different: some came in Japan for study at Masters’
course and Post-graduate course; some came as a spouse of the Japanese,
some — as dependents and majority — for work. Among the respondents were
Russians, Belarusians, Azerbaijanians, Germans, Italians, Iranians, Americans,
Fillipinos, Taiwaneses, Brazilians, Indians, Mexicans, Uzbeks, Pakistanians,
Belgian, Turkish, Indonesians, Georgians and Koreans.

The living conditions of the foreigners, who answered the
questionnaire and interview, are different. More than half of respondents
(59,5%) rent an apartment and live in densely-populated (urban) area or
intermediate populated area, 13,5% live in a dormitory, 8,1% share a rent
apartment or house, and only 10,8% have their own house or apartment. Most
long-term residents, namely 81%, have a bank account in Japan and only 11%
of foreigners use this account also for sending regularly remittances to the
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country they were born. 27% do it occasionally, all the rest spend all the
money they earn for themselves, because the cost of living in Japan is very
high. 33 % of respondents are satisfied with the conditions they live in, 21% —
are very satisfied and 46% responded that more or less satisfied.

Among the respondents were Orthodox Christians, Muslims,
Catholics, Buddhists and atheists. For more than half of respondents religion
plays very important role in their daily life, but only 60% of them know
where to go for pray or where to buy Halal food in Tokyo if talking about
Muslims. We would like to point it out that Christians possess less
information about places of worship in Tokyo, for instance, than Muslims. All
Muslims named Tokyo Mosque immediately, but only 7 of them attend it
regularly. Only 2 of Christians told me that every month they visit Orthodox
Church, the others don’t know where to go for pray if they need or answer
that there is nothing around in the area they live.

On the question “Do you have a lot of Japanese friends?”” only 10,8%
of foreigners answered that their friends in Japan are mostly Japanese,
32,40% say they communicate with both Japanese and foreigners, 35,1% find
friends mostly from their own country and 21,6% — from other countries. So,
foreigners with excellent, very good and good level of Japanese easier find
friends among natives than those with fair and low level of the Japanese
language. In leisure time at list once a month the respondents go to cafes/eat
out or attend cultural events, visit place of worship, go to the gym or play
sport, pubs and bars where they meet and communicate with natives,
compatriots or other foreigners.

The respondents admit lack of information about social services,
housing opportunities and employment rights in Japan. They consider being
fairly, but not well, informed about job opportunities, health services and
taxes in Japan. But they find themselves to be well informed about
transportation and education. Only 16 persons could demonstrate a high
degree of awareness (from their point of view, perception and experience)
regarding important areas and spheres of life of the Japanese people and
answer on the questions about social sphere, Japanese tax system,
transportation, local laws, employments rights, accommodation opportunities.
14 look for the information they need on the web-site of local community
center or Immigration bureau of Japan. The majority ask their friends who
live in Japan, the others or “don’t know” or think that they don’t need detailed
information because it is possible to live in Japan without it.

Every 2™ of the respondents experienced discrimination from locals
once or twice. 16% (10 persons) admitted that experience discrimination
“Often” and 5% (3 persons) answered “Very often”. Those who have been
discriminated note that they felt negative treatment to them in language
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communication, during job hunting or at work place from some co-workers,
renting an apartment; someone was refused a place in the nursery school for a
child although when Japanese spouse came the child was added to the group
and etc.

Interesting results we got asking 2 questions about “how strongly do
you feel a part of Japan and Japanese society” and “how strongly do you feel
a part of your home country”. 27% of foreigners feel themselves very strongly
or fairly strongly a part of Japan and Japanese society while 57% said that
they don’t feel themselves very strongly a part of Japanese society, 16% feel
themselves not at all strongly a part of Japan. Though more than 70% of the
respondents feel themselves a part of Japan and Japanese society “not very
strongly” or “not at all strongly”, only 27% intend to return to their home
countries, 32% don’t intend to return at all and 41% don’t know yet. Among
those who intend to return 43% plan to do it during 1-3 years and all the
others don’t know yet, may be some day but not now. Among the reasons
why respondents don’t want to return to their home countries on the first
place are personal reasons, on second place — economic and financial reasons,
on the third place — political reasons and the last one — for the reasons of
safety, because it is not safe in their countries now.

Analyzing the data of the questionnaire and interview, the following
conclusions can be drawn:

1) The social status of a foreigner in Japan depends on many factors:
language proficiency, education, job, knowledge of Japanese culture, customs
and traditions, awareness of the social services, taxes, political and civil rights
and duties. The higher the level of education and knowledge of the host
country is the more comfortable the foreigners feel and less problems in
adaptation they have, except objective ones.

2) Despite the fact that the majority of foreigners do not feel part of
Japanese society, nevertheless, for various reasons (personal, economic,
political, for security reasons), they are not going to leave the country, and
although many are planning to return home, they remain in Japan for
indefinite time, turning into potential immigrants.

3) The reason why the majority of respondents do not feel part of
Japanese society is, from our point of view, the low involvement of foreigners
in the social, political and cultural life of Japanese society and the low degree
of awareness of foreigners about many areas of life of Japanese society,
resulting in misunderstanding and frustration.

4) The prejudice from locals towards foreigners, which can be seen in
cases of discrimination against foreigners in everyday life, at work, in
personal communication (for instance: “Rent for Japanese only” or “We don’t
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give work to the foreigners” and etc) influence the desire of the most
foreigners to stick to compatriots or other foreigners like themselves.

Japan is considered to be a country with very strict immigration policy.
But because of the acute shortage of labor hands in Japan due to the
demographic crisis and low birth rate, which negatively affects the economic
situation in the country and the social sphere in Japan, the Japanese
government has started to liberalize immigration policy, that can be seen by
Implementing a new residential status “Specified Skilled Worker 1,2” in April
1, 2019. New status gives an opportunity for not high-skilled workers to enter
Japan for work. By implementation of new residential status during the next 5
years the government expects an increase of foreign workers. Liberalization
of immigration policy, on the one hand, and negative relation to it by some
groups of politicians and society, on the other, creates a vicious cycle. Since
the increase in the number of foreigners is resisted by a certain part of the
local population, the government cannot openly declare the implementation of
immigration policy and the creation of special programs which will help
immigrants to adapt to life in Japan. Labor immigrants are considered to be
temporary residents. But taking into account the results of our questionnaire
and interview, the foreigners who come in Japan for work automatically
become potential immigrants if they decide to prolong their residence in the
country, because this prolongation can be for years. For example, marriage
with Japanese, taking qualification exams or studying.

According to the article “To create an immigrant-friendly Japan, start
with education reform” published in Japan Times on September 11, 2019,
professor Shunsuke Tanabe from Waseda University explains what leads
some to discriminate against newcomers. From his point of view, it happens
because “many people in Japan think public security is getting worse as the
number of foreign residents increases”. Many foreigners living in Japan feel
alienated, often experiencing verbal or even physical abuse. For example,
according to asurvey conducted by the Anti Racism Information Center
(ARIC) in Tokyo, a human rights organization made up of scholars, students,
and NGO workers, 167 out of 340 foreigners, including students, claimed that
they have suffered from discriminatory acts [6].

What does happen then? The foreigners, who experienced
discrimination, close their mind from trying to integrate in society and look
for other foreigners, neglecting the culture and Japanese too. These actions
over time give rise to indifference; the connection with the home country
becomes more significant, but financial well-being here forces one to remain
in Japan, considering it only as a source of income. The constant feeling of a
temporary stay kills not only the chances for a stable existence and self-
determination of a foreigner (buying a house, making a family), but also
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hinders the development of initiative in social life and work for the benefit of
Japan itself. It can be seen in the lack of desire to know better the country
they work in and live in. A rather superficial idea of the way of life in the
country, its culture, economic, financial, tax and social systems creates
problems in the process of adaptation to the life in society not only for
foreigners themselves but for the Japanese, communicating with them, also.
Adaptation occurs instinctively and can cause great disagreement with the
local population and the subsequent exclusion of foreigners from society.

Although some of the officials deny immigration policy, nevertheless,
at the local (district) level, with the help of local self-government bodies and
the activities of volunteers, cultural centers are being created where they
organize language courses, Japanese culture classes for foreigners and foreign
culture festivals. Such activities help both Japanese and foreigners to get to
know each other better, to get acquainted with each other’s culture, traditions
and customs. And this, in turn, creates the prerequisites for creating a friendly
multicultural society and peaceful coexistence with each other. If the
government encourages and supports the initiatives of local governments and
offers its own projects, without doubts, it will help to avoid many problems in
the interaction between foreigners and local population and create
comfortable conditions of living for all.
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The paper focuses on the political and economic relations between Pakistan and
Belarus who celebrated their 25" anniversary of diplomatic relations in the last few years.
The diplomatic framework has helped lay a legal basis to stimulate the economic
relationship of the two countries. It shows how imperative is forging a political relationship
between states to stimulate and lay a foundation for economic cooperation. The research is
analytical and exploratory.

Keywords: cooperation; economic partnership; diplomatic framework; regional
integration; stability.

Pakistan and Belarus relations date back after the dissolution of the
Soviet Union. Belarus became independent in 1991. Both countries were able
to establish diplomatic relations on 3rd February 1994. For the following two
decades, the relations stayed limited. The diplomatic relations got pace in
2015 with meetings between the leadership of both states. These meetings
were able to lay the foundation for the enhancement of bilateral relations. The
first sign of enhancing these bilateral relations was in July 2014 with the
opening of the Belarusian embassy in Pakistan. Belarus reciprocated the same
by opening Pakistan’s embassy in August 2015. The representatives in each
country helped in stimulating the cooperation in recent years.

Official visits commenced when Belarusian President Alexander
Lukashenko visited Pakistan in May 2015. Later that year, in August, the
Former Prime Minister of Pakistan Nawaz Sharif then visited Minsk. Other
high official visits included in November 2015 of former Belarusian Prime
Minister Andrei Kobyakov. More interactions included President Lukashenko
meeting with former President Mamnoon Hussain in Istanbul on the side-lines
of the Organization of Islamic Cooperation summit in April 2016.

There were also interactions during other international forums like the
Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) in 2019 in Bishkek between
President Lukashenko and Prime Minister Imran Khan. There has also been
direct communication between the parliaments of both countries and more
direct visits involving parliamentary delegations since 2017. The parliaments
have also created friendship groups to enhance communication and facilitate
cooperation between the two countries.
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These direct high official visits have resulted in over 80 Memorandum
of Understandings (MOUSs), documents, protocols, declarations, and
agreements between the two countries that cover cooperation in various areas,
including economic activities. The direct contact between the leaders of both
countries has cemented the bilateral ties and has shown that conducive
political cooperation can further enhance. On 29 May 2015, the Islamabad
Declaration of Pakistan-Belarus Partnership was signed to further develop the
multifaceted cooperation between the two countries. This cooperation was
further forged by the Treaty of Friendship and Cooperation between Pakistan
and Belarus on 10 August 2015.

Both countries also cooperate on international forums while focussing
on pressing issues impacting regional and global arenas. This interaction is
made effective through a permanent mechanism that functions through
political consultations between high officials like the foreign ministers of both
countries.

Foreign Policy Objectives: Gauging Potential

While examining the essential characteristics of the bilateral relations
between Pakistan and Belarus, it can be said that they are based on all-
inclusive economic cooperation [1]. Both countries also have pursued closer
business-to-business interactions within the private and public sector’s
parameters.

Pakistan and Belarus have also supported each other diplomatically in
several international forums. Both have focused on several different avenues
of cooperation, including strategic-defence collaboration, focusing on
advancing inter-regional cooperation. All this would not be possible without a
strong, broad, and all-inclusive legal framework of cooperation following that
economic cooperation.

Further to put these institutional mechanisms into developing
constructive economic ties, Pakistan-Belarus Joint Commission on Trade and
Economic Cooperation was also created in 2015 and has held five sessions.
High officials from their respective governments have headed it with Abdul
Razak Dawood, Advisor to Prime Minister on Commerce, Textiles, Industry-
Production, and Viktor Karankevich, Minister of Energy. The formation of
Joint Working Groups (JWG) focuses on areas such as Industrial
Cooperation, Agriculture Cooperation, and Science and Technology. Two
sessions of Joint Working Group on Industrial Cooperation, four on
Agricultural Cooperation and three on Cooperation in Science and
Technology, have been held between the two states.

There are also several forums to enable and institutionalize close
cooperation and collaboration between the two countries business
communities. These include the Pak-Belarus Business and Investment Forum,
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Pak-Belarus Textile Forum, Pak-Belarus Agricultural Forum, and the Pak-
Belarus Joint Business Council.

The bilateral trade turnover between Pakistan and Belarus as of 2019
has been about $50.2 million, with exports being about $15.1 million from
Pakistan and imports from Belarus were about $35.1 million, showing a trade
surplus of $20 million for Belarus [1]. Even during in the Covid-19 pandemic,
the economic cooperation between the two countries stayed steady due to the
mechanisms under place, with a trade turnover of about $52 million. Belarus
exports being about $37 million and Pakistan’s exports being about $15
million.

Belarus exports agricultural-related machinery like tractors, and food
products, while Pakistan exports include basmati rice, fruits and vegetables,
leather goods, and textiles. [2]. There have also been joint military
cooperation and sessions between officials as both states have vital interests
in enhancing cooperation in the defensive field.

Enhancing a Progressive Political and Economic Framework

It has been witnessed that the political interaction between the two
countries has enhanced a legal framework that is laid out to forge stronger
economic ties further. The economic trade turnover has been progressive for
both countries.

Both states need to continue exchanging high-level visits regularly and
also provide grounds for academic growth. The current mechanism by the
Bilateral Political Consultations between the foreign ministries of Pakistan
and Belarus needs to continue its regular sessions to find ways to forge
stronger ties. To increase cooperation in every field, both countries must use
the mechanism provided by the Inter-Parliamentary and Inter-Regional
Cooperation.

Besides the political framework, the economic aspect also can be
further strengthened between the two countries. The economic trade turnover
is productive. However, there is still huge untapped potential between both
nations, mainly to integrate with the broader Eurasian region. Both countries
need to focus on result-oriented economic cooperation and collaboration.

Each country’s Commerce Councils communicate should find
conducive ways to enhance people-to-people contacts, communication, and
cooperation between the business communities of each country. The bilateral
political consultations have already laid out a basis for the economic
cooperation between the two states. In this regard, the Joint Economic
Commissions can create a forum for more broader economic cooperation
beyond the current trading guidelines and products.

There is room for increasing exports from Pakistan and Belarus to
expand beyond joint ventures between companies. The idea of direct
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marketing and participation in international trade exhibitions can get first-
hand knowledge and opportunity to engage regionally.

Pakistan and Belarus can also work towards building inter-regional
cooperation and collaboration through bilateral and multilateral channels. A
clear example is the fact that both countries are part of China’s Belt and Road
Initiative (BRI) and have megaprojects associated with this economic project.
The China-Pakistan Economic Corridor (CPEC) and the China Belarus Great
Stone Industrial Park are connected under the Belt & Road Initiate.

Therefore, in the long term, it can create connectivity beyond borders.
Belarus is a vital hub in the Eurasian region, while Pakistan has a strategic
position in South Asia, connecting it to the Middle East, Indian Ocean, and
the Far East Asian countries. Thereby, there are many opportunities to
reinvigorate and stimulate economic and political partnerships and enhance
regional cooperation.

In this aspect, the soft components include harmonization and
coordination of cross-border policies. For example, establishing legal and
regulatory frameworks for trade activities, custom-tariff policies, border
clearance, cultural exchanges, academic cooperation, tourism, etc. The
strategic objective of connectivity must be the expansion of trade and
exploring joint avenues of cooperation. The regional economic cooperation
appears to have reduced the income gaps between countries because of
convergence and common grounds.

Regional integration helps countries to overcome gaps, division, and
challenges. In this aspect, academic/intellectual institutional development, and
facilitation are significant in recent times. A common framework for
education policy and practice will help to foster collaboration and hasten
progress towards regional convergence.

A legal basis for the framework of cooperation has been facilitated
through signing various legal documents and agreements. Economic
cooperation between the two states has been productive with regular
interactions between the officials. In this context, operationalization of
practical policy options could pave the way for new avenues of economic
cooperation, political integration, harmony, peaceful coexistence, respect, and
lead towards a multilateral regional alliance to an unprecedented level.
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Despite the knowledge obtained by international students is a crucial component in
exchange diplomacy the scholarship programs almost have not been analyzed through the
concept of knowledge diplomacy. In this study, the author analyzes South Korea’s two
major scholarship programs through the lens of knowledge diplomacy. The author finds
that both programs successfully function for the dissemination of knowledge about Korea
and for the use of knowledge as an asset in relations with developing countries. However,
the third context, where knowledge serves as a platform for interaction the programs
demonstrate limited efficiency.

Introduction
South Korea is one of the most active attractors of international
students in Asia. According to the government’s plan, the number of foreign
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students in Korea is expected to rise to 200,000 by 2023 [1]. The Korean
government conducts and oversees several scholarship programs that foster
the internationalization of higher education. Besides attracting international
students these scholarships contribute to promoting the image of Korea and
helping its economic promotion abroad by cultivating pro-Korean students as
unofficial ambassadors.

However, South Korean major scholarship programs Global Korea
Scholarship (GKS) and the Korea International Cooperation Agency
Scholarship Program (KOICA SP) have been hardly explored in the context
of public diplomacy [2]. Furthermore, neither GKS nor KOICA SP has been
analyzed through the lens of the concept of knowledge diplomacy even
though this concept is used in policy-related documents [3].

The concept of knowledge diplomacy is rather novel, and its
implementation is underexplored. This study contributes to Korean foreign
policy studies and the understanding of mechanisms of public diplomacy that
are activated by scholarship programs for international students, as well as the
understanding of the role of knowledge in these mechanisms.

Methodology

The case study of two scholarships includes analysis of the contents of
official documents produced, scholarship program descriptions, and academic
papers devoted to knowledge diplomacy and related topics.

In this research, two key exchange programs are analyzed — GKS and
KOICA SP. Within both programs international students are invited to Korea,
to obtain academic degrees. All expenses including tuition fees, return flights,
living expenses are covered by the organizers.

Knowledge diplomacy

Knowledge diplomacy is a relatively new concept that, despite the lack
of a settled definition, has been used by both academic specialists and
politicians for more than twenty years [4, 5]. To date, there are several
interpretations of the term “knowledge diplomacy”.

Michael Patrick Ryan in his book published in 1998 coins the term
“knowledge diplomacy”. He defines knowledge diplomacy through state
policies aimed at the protection and enforcement of laws protecting
intellectual property, in particular the Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of
Intellectual Property Rights (TRIPS) [4].

Jane Knight, who is one of the main conceptualists of knowledge
diplomacy, underlines that this concept should be considered outside the soft
power paradigm, as soft power implies the priority of states’ national interests
over universal interests [6]. Knight thus defines knowledge diplomacy within
the framework of public diplomacy, which seeks mutual benefits through
cooperation, rather than through one country’s desire to dominate another in
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higher education and technology. Moreover, unlike Joseph Nye [7] Knight
rejects knowledge diplomacy as an instrument of non-violent coercion.

One of South Korea’s leading experts on public diplomacy, Kim Tae-
hwan, taking a more pragmatic approach to improving the effectiveness of
South Korean public diplomacy, construed knowledge diplomacy as a
subcategory of public diplomacy of the state. According to him, public
diplomacy should use state policies, institutions, and values formulated and
accumulated during the historical development of a country as sources of soft
power. This information and knowledge can be useful and relevant to
countries that want to learn from Korea’s experience to develop the country [8].

Knowledge Diplomacy in the Public Diplomacy Master Plan of the
Republic of Korea

In 2016, the Korean government passed the Public Diplomacy Act,
which defines the further development and functions of public diplomacy as
Korea’s foreign policy tool. Public diplomacy is defined in the Act as
“diplomacy activities through which the State enhances foreign nationals’
understanding of and confidence in the Republic of Korea directly or in
cooperation with local governments or the private sector through culture,
knowledge, policies, etc.” [9]. In the official definition of public diplomacy,
knowledge is referred to as a channel of cooperation between the State
government, local governments, and private companies.

The Act is also important because it defines the planning and execution
of public diplomacy. In particular, the Act obliges the executive branch to
draw up a five-year master plan (further Master Plan) and to conduct public
diplomacy within the framework of that plan. The first plan was prepared at
the request of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MOFA) by the group of
researchers headed by Choi Dong Joo and published by the Sookmyung
Women’s University in 2017 [10].

In this plan that knowledge diplomacy (Kor. X|Al 53 2| ul/X|Al Q| 1)
IS mentioned and discussed [10]. Later the knowledge diplomacy was
mentioned in ROK’s Diplomatic White Paper issued by the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs [3].

According to the Master Plan, knowledge diplomacy has five major
activity vectors: 1) Promoting interactive and cooperative knowledge
diplomacy using Korean knowledge in science, technology, humanities,
history, tradition, and development; 2) Creating a global knowledge
community by expanding and conducting activities aimed at sharing
knowledge between Koreans and foreigners; 3) Promoting Korean studies
research projects and facilitating the active exchange of knowledge, including
Korean humanities, and promoting the creation of a global knowledge
community; 4) Supporting a new generation of experts in Korean studies by
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expanding scholarship programs as well as strengthening the financial
stability of research projects through private sponsorship; 5) Applying a
specialized approach to each country and region.

Although the authors of the plan position knowledge diplomacy within
the framework of public diplomacy, the Master Plan does not give the exact
meaning of knowledge diplomacy. That notwithstanding, as far as we can see
from the activity vectors, knowledge in this plan is used in at least three
contexts:

1) Knowledge about Korea. In this context, the state is concerned that
the image of Korea, as well as related aspects such as history, culture,
traditions, and values, be conveyed correctly to foreign audiences. The state
wants to avoid the formation of misconceptions in the eyes of the foreign
public.

2) Knowledge as an asset. In this case, knowledge and experience in
technology, economic development, humanities, and other fields are assets
that Korea can use when interacting with other countries. By using knowledge
as an asset, Korea can simultaneously create and maintain its image as an
expert in a particular field, which is extremely important in niche diplomacy
and can use its knowledge to help other countries in development.

3) Knowledge sharing and knowledge as a platform for interaction.
Sharing knowledge with other states is the third context. Here Korea may not
act as a mentor or big brother, but rather as a partner. Sharing knowledge and
technology is an important context for diplomatic interaction with leading
countries in various fields. In this context, Korea can not only provide
knowledge but also learn from its partners.

Country Image, Development, and Business

Analyzing the two key scholarship programs in the context of the
Master Plan, it is worth noting that they have some similar and different
functions and features. Both fellowships are mainly aimed at people from
developing countries and countries with economies in transition." KOICA SP
does not admit participants from developed economies.

This approach corresponds with the goal of building a global
knowledge community because by receiving a high-quality modern higher
education in Korea, students are included in the global scientific and
professional communities that pursue the goals of solving modern national
development problems.

One of the key channels of development diplomacy is official
development assistance (ODA) [11]. Korea donates funds to developing

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countries through both scholarship programs, paying for tuition and related
expenses and these investments serve at least three functions.

First, Korea, as a donor country to the OECD, pledged to reach 0.3% of
gross national income (GNI) in 2030 [12]. Failure to meet this target may
harm Korea’s national image, while the fulfillment of promises and active
assistance to developing countries, on the contrary, may improve the image of
the country and its affiliated companies in the eyes of the local population
[13]. Thus, South Korea’s ODA policy is an integral component of public
diplomacy that aims to improve Korea’s image abroad.

Second, the provision of ODA through educational programs improves
the professional and academic skills of developing countries. It is expected
that such knowledge and skills will be put into practice, for example, in high-
tech industries in the public and private sectors and domestic economic and
social policies. Moreover, through education paid for through ODA, Korea is
nurturing new teachers and educators who will disseminate what they have
learned in Korea in their home countries by working at educational
institutions [13].

Third, Korea pursues national interests through ODA to promote the
Korean economy in the world. For example, infrastructure projects are
sponsored and promoted through ODA, including those carried out by South
Korean companies either individually or as part of multinational consortia.
Among other things, ODA, particularly through KOICA, sponsors and
promotes projects in the areas of public administration (digitalization of
management systems), health, trade, agriculture, energy, and others. At the
same time, a significant number of projects are implemented by Korean
companies. With the help of educational programs, Korea trains not only
technical and managerial personnel in the enterprise but also government
officials who, by applying their knowledge should contribute to the successful
implementation of projects in public organizations, such as the relevant
ministries [13].

Imagining Korea Correctly

The Korean government repeatedly stresses in the Act on Public
Diplomacy and the Master Plan the importance of providing the correct
information about Korea to the foreign public and formulating the right
impression about Korea. The concern to provide information for a correct
understanding of Korea stems from the fact that Korea is highly dependent on
foreign trade, so a positive perception and knowledge of Korea affect trust
and economic relations between the countries.

Both fellowship programs fulfill the educational function. In addition to
academic disciplines, both programs include Korean language and culture
courses. In this way, international students learn more about Korean culture,
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history, and values during their time in Korea and become exposed to unique
knowledge and experiences. It is worth mentioning that international students
can transfer this knowledge to their compatriots and international audiences
during their stay in Korea [14] and can also share it after they graduate.

Knowledge as a Sphere of Interaction

Both scholarship programs aim to give students a higher education that
they cannot get in their own countries and then put into practice in scientific
or professional spheres. Besides, these programs aim to provide international
students with the most complete and accurate picture of Korea. The Korean
government, while pursuing the aforementioned objectives, is concerned with
the broader issues of public diplomacy and knowledge diplomacy, such as the
development of an international community united by the knowledge of
Korea, which should further promote Korea in the world.

At the same time, these programs almost do not use knowledge as a
platform for knowledge sharing; they are designed so that Korea shares its
knowledge while foreign students can share their knowledge with Koreans in
a limited and unstructured way. Hence there occurs asymmetrical interaction
and knowledge-sharing process. This challenge can be addressed through
other educational programs aimed at sharing knowledge with already
established scientists and academics or by sending South Korean citizens to
universities in partner countries. Nevertheless, there is potential for using
knowledge as a platform for cooperation and within these two programs.

Practical Recommendations in Program Development

The analysis of the two key fellowship programs through the lens of
knowledge diplomacy shows that, in general, both programs fulfill some of
the functions of knowledge diplomacy as expressed in the Master Plan, such
as developing a deeper and more correct understanding of South Korean
culture, history, and values in international students, and creating a new
generation of experts who understand Korea and contribute to South Korean
economic advancement in the world.

On the other hand, the analysis also shows that there is an unrealized
potential that would allow the use of knowledge in all three domains. In other
words, international students could be a source of knowledge for Korea, and
in this way, there would be knowledge sharing rather than one-sided
knowledge absorption by international students.

TRADITIONAL INDONESIAN FAIRY TALE FORMULAS

This article dwells upon the study of the ethics and style of a fairy tale based on the
material of Malay-Indonesian folklore. The purpose of our study is to analyze the poetic
system of the Indonesian magic tale as a functionally organized unity of its components. In
this article we considered the medial formulas of the fairy tale, which we subdivided into
"external™ and “internal”, that is, formulas designed to arouse listeners' interest, and
transitional (internal) formulas. These stable poetic structures (formulas) play a significant
role in the compositional structure of a fairy tale, as well as in the characterization of fairy
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tale characters. The most important functions (actions) of the characters are marked with
formulas.

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SEMANTICS OF POSTMORTAL TITULAGE OF ANCIENT
AND MEDIEVAL CHINA RULERS ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE
PING SHI CATEGORY

This article discusses some aspects of the granting to the dead rulers of the ancient
and medieval China posthumous titles of glorification or shi hao. On the example of the
ping shi category or «ordinary» glorification group the author points to the possible
presence in the tradition of shi hao determined cultural elements linked with the
pacification of spirits of prematurely deceased rulers. Appeasement of the deceased
assumed some rituals of mourning and honorification, thus the lexicon of such procedures
later could be transformed into posthumous names of Chinese emperors. The author
believes that thanks to the latter the untimely deceased Sons of Heaven acquired the zhu
memorial tablets in the temples of their ancestors.

NUWA GODDESS IN MYTHOLOGICAL AND PHILOSOPHICAL
TRADITION OF ANCIENT CHINA (ZHOU AND HAN DYNASTIES)

The myth abought Niiwa is one of the most complex in Chinese culture. The cult of
female goddess, embodying the life-giving mother, has been spread in China since the
Neolithic era, but the first records abought Niiwa are found only in the texts of the 2nd
century. BC. The late and fragmentary recording of the myth and the constant evolution of
goddess complicate the reconstruction of this image. And the fact that the cult passed
through the entire history of Chinese civilization and has survived to this day makes it one
of the most relevant for research. The purpose of this paper is to describe the
transformations happened to the cult of Niiwa in Zhou and Han eras, when the rising
philosophical thought actively absorbed folk mythological beliefs.
