1. Logistics companies’ products competitiveness factors

The Free Trade Agreement implementation (the Free Trade Agreement between the
Eurasian Economic Union and its member states, of the one part, and the Socialist Re-
public of Viet Nam, of the other part, dated the 29th of May, 2015, ratified by the Federal
Law of the Russian Federation on the 1st of May, 2016, implemented on the territory of
Russia from the 12th of May, 2016) leaded to trade extension and international collabora-
tion between the Agreement parties [1]. Trade barriers elimination is one of the problems
that the participants of the Agreement aimed to cope with. Whereas, it will promote an
increase of business activity at the logistics companies’ products market.

One of the Free Trade Agreement (FTA) members’ goals is to increase the economic
efficiency of the states — members of the Agreement [2].

Competitiveness of economic intercourses parts is a principal issue that stimulates
the efficiency of economic growth. Due to the abovementioned, this article will reveal
logistics companies’ products competitiveness factors that are important for exporters
from Vietnam to the Eurasian Economic Union countries members.

Modern researchers consider that there are different approaches to «company com-
petitiveness» definition (that is reasonable) [3].
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Competitiveness factors of a logistics company’s product are regarded as qualitative
and quantitative characteristics of the correspondent company’s product. The mentioned
characteristics are applied for competitiveness level defining.

The EAEU is a large market of 175 million people and a natural area of more than
20 million square kilometers. This market is young and open. It is also a major source
of input-output timber products with the total import-export turnover in 2016 of nearly
$14 billion USD.

Since 2016, the FTA between Vietnam and the EAEU has officially come into effect,
bringing great opportunities for promoting trade between Viet nam and this region.
Among the commodities pledged to reduce the tariffs, wood and timber products, which
Vietnam ranks at 6th worldwide and at 2nd in Asia in terms of exporting, still have low
level of penetration in the EAEU market.

The article analyses the wooden export market of Vietnam to the Eurasian Economic
Union (EAEU) and expects to promote export turnover of this product to this integrat-
ed market under the implementation of Vietnam- EAEU Free Trade Agreement. Thus,
logistics companies’ products competitiveness factors will be regarded from the view
point of exporters of wood and timber products from Vietnam.

Competitiveness factors could be applied at a logistics company competitiveness as-
sessment by this group of consumers. The maximum of the Vietnam exporters (of wood
and timber) needs should be revealed to state the following factors. The method of the
product competitiveness assessment that is adjoined to all the consumer’s needs allocation
at the time of a product choice is revealed at the scientific work of Isaev A.A. [4]

There are factors of competitiveness that are important for wood and timber prod-
ucts exporters from the Socialist Republic of Vietnam to the Eurasian Economic Union
countries, including Russia:

1. High quality of the logistics services. Good reputation of the logistics company;

2. A big number of clients including famous brand companies (it characterize logistics
company as a reliable business partner);

3. Well-known brand of the logistics company;

4. Price of the services of the logistics company;

5. Flexible payment conditions (opportunity to choose an order of payment (100% in
advance, partial payment in advance etc.);

6. Company’s term of doing business at the logistics market;

7. Polite and responsive staff;

8. High level of staff competences;

9. Prompt operation with clients’ application forms;

10. Prompt operation with documents are to be prepared by the logistics company
staff and necessary for client’s goods transportation;

11. Quick goods transportation;

12. Logistics company’s private transport for the cargo transportation;

13. Direct contract relationships of the logistics company and suppliers of transpor-
tation services (automobile, railway and ship operators);

14. Ability to monitor the cargo during the transportation;
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15. Terminal cargo handling services;

16. Well-structured web-site of a company;

17. Container/cargo transposition service for customs inspection;

18. Large amount of contract relationships of the logistics company with main com-
panies at the logistics market, largest world transport operators (such as Maersk, MSC,
CMA, CGM, DB Schenker, KLLM, Delta etc.), logistics companies, (such as Kuehne +
Nagel; Panalpina, DHL, Nippon Express etc.);

19. Convenient working hours;

20. Prompt contract negotiations or opportunity to enter a public contract (to ensure
the business deal with a legal force);

21. Financial documents, bills supply by the due date (that means high level of financial
documents control at the company);

22. Cargo insurance provision;

23. Highly organized structure of the logistics company — due to the duties division
among the staff according to the following principals:

— according to directions (Russian, Foreign transportation),

— according to types of transport (sea, railway, automobile, multimodal),

—etc.:

24. Information supply of the logistics company services at data bases, special web-sites.

M.Porter emphasizes in his work that the level of competitiveness is to be defined
by means of quantity and especially quantity of factors of competitiveness estimation
and calculation [5].

Consequently, the consumer will choose product of the logistics company with the
higher qualitative and quantitative amount of the factors results (taking into consideration
scaling factor and measuring the companies in equal conditions).

The above mentioned factors of logistics company’s product competitiveness are
tightly connected with the principles of buyer selection that could also help exporters of
the wood and timber products from Vietnam in formulating purchasing strategy that is
shown in Michael E. Porter’s treatise [6].

At the same time territory identity (image of the region that reflects living condi-
tions and business activities, prospects and opportunities at the region) also influence
the companies’ competitiveness that is emphasized by such authors as Vorozhbit O.Yu.,
Danilovskikh T.E. and Shevchenko D.K. at their study [7]. That’s why state of wood and
timber export business, market conditions and trade prospective after the FTA imple-
mentation are to be regarded.

2. Vietnam — the EAEU wood and timber product export situation

2.1. Export turnover

Vietnamese wood and timber products for a long period have been regarded as the
leading export products, which were ranked in Top 10 of major export products of Viet-
nam. Vietnam has become the 6th largest supplier of furniture in the world, 2nd in Asia
and the leader in South East Asian region. The average export growth rate for the period
2000-2010 was 27.15%; for the last five years of recession this rate has increased by an
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average of 15%. Leaders of the Vietnamese Wood and Timber Product Association (VFA)
reported that in 2000 there were only 741-forest-product- processing companies, up to
now having 3.934 enterprises (table 1).

Vietnamese wood and timber products have presented in over 120 international
markets, including the EAEU. However, the export turnover to the EAEU accounts for a
small proportion; the largest is the Russian Federation with only about 0.1 - 0.2% of the

total wood export turnover of Vietnam (graph 1).

Furthermore, the growth of import turnover is unstable, which has reduced for several
years because of the complicated political situation of the region and the barriers from
unstable value of transition currency to the good’s payment (table 2).

Among the members of the EAEU, Russia, Kazakhstan and Belarus make up the
largest share in Vietnam’s wood exports, with Russia occupying the first position.
Vietnam’s export of wood and timber products to Russia has grown significantly since
2011. However, the 2015’s export value declined sharply due to the fall of the RUB against
the US dollar- the intermediary of import-export payment of Vietnam and Russia, leading
to the significantly decreased purchasing power of Russia.

The second largest market of wood and timber products proves to be Belarus. The
wood export turnover of Vietnam to Belarus in the period of 2011-2015 accounted for a
small amount, at only $520.6 thousands in 2011, and decreased gradually over the years.
However, the rate of decline in recent years hasn’t been too high. It could be accounted
for the general trend of imports from international markets decrease. In addition, the
Belarusian market has no attraction to Vietnamese enterprises due to the little information
about the market, the unfamiliar business activities, the far geographic distance, the
high transportation cost, and so on. Currently, Belarus has imported most of the wooden
products from neighboring countries. Hence, the export turnover of Vietnam is smaller
compared to other competitors (table 3).

Kazakhstan ranks third in the EAEU members importing wooden products from
Vietnam, yet the importing value is low, only $130.269 thousands in 2014 and $91 — in
2015. The market share of Vietnamese timber products in this country, in 2015, about
0.05%, has decreased significantly compared to that of in 2011 (about 1.72%), although
the proportion remained unchanged in 2014 and 2015, still accounted for 0.05% of import
turnover of Kazakhstan (graph 2).

The limitation of export activities to Kazakhstan could be explained by the following
reasons: (1) low market awareness of Vietnamese enterprises about this market; (2)
Kazakhstan’s imports of timber products have generally decreased; (3) Kazakhstan’s
domestic consumption of wood has remained unchanged while the people tend to prefer
domestic products.

The imports of wood from Vietnam to Armenia are relatively small, which accounts
for only 0.02% of annual wood import turnover. This market is a potential destination
for Vietnamese businesses to export (table 4).

Export turnover of Vietnam to Kyrgyzstan tends to decrease. This trend is difficult to
forecast mainly because Vietnamese products have just penetrated into this market. Ac-
cording to the statistics, the export turnover in 2011 was 16.496 thousand USD, increased
sharply to more than 68 thousand USD in 2012 and decreased again in the following
years. With the small export value, Vietnam is currently exporting few consignments to

this market (graph 3).

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2.2. Market structure of wood products to the EAEU

The members of the EAEU are abundant in raw wood for exporting. Therefore, the
major imported products from Vietnam are wooden furniture. Typically, based on their
aplication Vietnamese wooden products fall into 4 groups. The first one is the outdoor
furniture such as benches, garden chairs, sunshades, swings and so on. The second group
involves the furniture products, such as tables, chairs, beds, bookshelves and so on.
The third one is fine art furniture made from natural wood as well as carved furniture.
The forth is the processed wood products combined with other materials such as rattan,
metal, cloth and so on. The last group consists of wooden board products including wood
sheet products made from wood and fibrous materials. According to the HS code, there
are HS 44 for the products of wood chips, sawn timber, processed wood and HS 94 for
furniture products. Vietnam exports to the EAEU mainly the products under code 94,
typically wooden furniture and wooden frame chair. Wooden furniture used in the bed-
room accounts for 9% of total export turnover, other wooden furniture products account
for 51% of the total export value. Wooden frame chairs make up 29% of the total export
value. Among the rest each takes 2% equally, including mosaic wooden products, wooden
decoration products, wooden construction products, carpentry tools as well as wooden
panels with porous core, floor parquets and assembled singles.

In general, Vietnam’s export activities to the EAEU are rare due to many reasons
which follow:

1. Vietnam and the members in the EAEU are traditional trading partners since Soviet
times. After the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991 both Vietnam and these countries
carried out economic reform leading to market and external economy. The trade relations
between Vietnam and these countries brought new nuances based on market principles
and win-win situation. However the stagnancy in national trade has made Vietnam
unfamiliar with these nations. The business cooperation between the parties is limited
due to this lack of information and comprehension, which caused the general trade and
international wooden trade facing difficulties.

2. The geographic distance between Vietnam and these countries is another main
barrier to trade. Transportation costs account for 30-35% of the value of Vietnamese
wood exports. The Vietnam’s products exported to these countries usually go through
intermediate countries, through European countries and then through Russian, thus,
resulting in high products’ prices. Meanwhile, Vietnam’s competitors such as China and
some CIS countries take advantage of geographical distance, dominate the EAEU markets,
and make the Vietnamese products less competitive. China is currently considered the
largest partner of the EAEU with the annual export turnover of more than US $1 billion
with a wide range of products in terms of design and quality. Not only that the neighbors
and the members themselves have produced the competitive and widely consumed prod-
ucts. Meanwhile, Vietnam’s products are not diversified in terms of design and quality.
Furthermore, the price is comparatively high since Vietnam has to import raw materials
and the transport costs are high.
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3. Another reason is the payment issue. Vietnamese businesses mainly use two meth-
ods of payment: T.T.R (Payment by money transfer) or L/C (Letter of Credit). TT.R is a
quick and convenient form of payment, yet it is risky because it depends on the relationship
between partners and the specific terms and conditions in the contract. Therefore business
partners prefer to pay by L/C. However in practice Vietnamese enterprises hardy get the
payment from the small and medium-sized enterprises (further SMEs) in the EAEU when
exporting wooden products. Since the value of the contracts is low these SMEs only open
L/C in some local and small banks that Vietnamese banks do not trust in the guarantee.
Furthermore, the Russian Federation is embargoed by the Western countries, the payment
in Dollars is difficult, meanwhile, the payment by the Russian ruble is disadvantageous
due to this currency’s devaluation and unpredictable fluctuation.

4. In addition to the aforementioned reasons the technical barriers of the members in
the EAEU prevented the market penetration of wood products from Vietnam.

3. Prospects to promote the export of wood and timber products from Vietnam
to the EAEU

Vietnamese wood export (though to more than 120 countries) still concentrates in
major markets, such as the US, the EU, Japan, China and so on. Based on the forecasts all

of these large markets will slow down; among the US policy adjustment will affect
not only the US but also the world’s economy. Meanwhile, there are various opportunities
for Vietnamese wood products in the EAEU and Russian markets. The decline in Viet-
nam’s major wood import markets further motivates Vietnam to seek for new markets,
including the EAEU members.

The EAEU market has the population of 176 million people and the GDP of more
than $4 trillion. More important, the EAEU market does not have as strict regulations
and standards as that of the Japanese or the EU market that Vietnam can response to,
although these standards are not consistent with international standards. Besides Viet-
nam is advantageous because of the longstanding relationship with the EAEU members,
so the partners will find easier for comprehending and getting common voice. Also a
large number of Vietnamese livings in these countries may develop this cooperation. At
the same time countries like Armenia and Kyrgyzstan have relatively low standards for
Vietnamese exporters to consider expanding market over the years.

The signing of the FTA between Vietnam and the EAEU members promotes great
prospects for Vietnamese wood products. Under the commitment to reduce taxes on these
commodities, the tax for fuel wood or primary processing wood (such as sawdust, wood
chips and charcoal) has been cut from the normal base 3—5% to 0% right after entering
into force. Besides the tax for furniture good (the advantage of Vietnam) is reduced im-
mediately from 25% to 0%.

With a 0% in tariffs on the wood product that Vietnam has largest share of exports
to the EAEU, the FTA between the EAEU members and Vietnam opens up great oppor-
tunities for Vietnam to boost wood exports. Although the EAEU sets criteria of origin
or sustainability that Vietnamese exporters need to pay attention to, the requirements
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can be met by Vietnamese exporters, which create chances for them to penetrate and
expand the market.

Vietnam’s good products rely heavily on imported raw wood, hence the VN- EAEU
FTA supports the businesses to reduce their material costs through preferential tariffs by
importing a wide variety of wood from these own members. Once Vietnam can utilize
the available resources in these markets, the businesses can meet their orders with lower
production costs than that of other exporting nations.

The implementation of the VN — EAEU FTA create the first-mover advantages for
Vietnam’s timber export since other export nations in this region have not signed any
agreements. The VN — EAEU FTA is the first free trade agreement signed between
these regions with the outside country, hence establishing more incentives for Vietnam’s
timber products.

Nevertheless, under the agreement the EAEU may apply a threshold-based measure
of protection against certain imports of Vietnamese origin into the territory if the annual
amount of imports exceeds the specific corresponding threshold. Threshold safeguard
measures will be applied in the form of tariffs for commodities, which are equivalent to
the most-favored nation tariffs starting on the date the safeguard measure is enacted and
applying in a period of not more than six months. In addition, if the quantity of imports
exceeds 150% of the prescribed threshold on the date that this measure is enacted, the
period of this measure’s application can be extended for three months further.

Accordingly, even the EAEU’s FTA facilitates the wood export activities from Viet-
nam; it strictly limits the import quota. Besides, some of the Vietnam’s export advanta-
geous products are not committed to support by the EAEU. The EAEU has completely
eliminated its commitment to wooden framed furniture that is Vietnam’s export strength.
For wooden products that their tax rates have reduced from 15% to 0%, threshold safe-
guard measures will be applied and some products will not be committed to support.
The EAEU has also applied special protection mechanism against Vietnamese furniture
commodities, which are also the strengths of Vietnam’s exports to the EAEU, such as the
furniture in the kitchen, bedroom, living room or office (if the exported amount is under
quota in the category the products will be entitled to a tax rate of 0%, if the amount is
above the quota they will be investigated about the impacts on the domestic market and
will be applied the current MFN tariff).

These regulations may become the obstacles for Vietnam in expanding into the
EATU market.

Finely, timber is a commodity that the EAEU market has a high demand of and is
a commodity that Vietnam has great potential for export. However, the current export
amount of wooden products to the EATU market is still small. The introduction of a free
trade agreement between Vietnam and the EAEU will create many new export opportu-
nities for Vietnamese wooden products to enter into the EAEU market. However, since
there are various obstacles when entering into this market, Vietnamese wooden exporters
should find the way to overcome the difficulties and take the market in the coming years.
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The gaining of the EAEU market by Vietnamese exporters can promote growth in
logistics companies’ business activities. Hence, the study of logistics companies’ prod-
ucts competitiveness factors appears to be a significant issue in relation to the Free Trade
Agreement implementation.
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
