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SEMIOTIC ANALYSIS OF KOREAN NATIONAL CUISINE

Abstract: Korean national cuisine is a complex system of signs and symbols
reflecting the cultural, religious and social aspects of the life of the Korean
people. The semiotic analysis of traditional Korean dishes is based on the idea
of the balance of tastes, the symbolism of colors, numbers and ingredients, as
well as their ritual and communicative meaning.

This article examines the traditional food of Koreans, its features, as
well as the influence of which countries played an important role in the
formation of traditional food of Koreans. Religion is one of the engines that
influence the emergence of cultural characteristics of the country. The article
also examines the sign systems of food of Koreans and the influence of
Buddhism on them.

Food plays a vital role in the culture of any nation, reflecting
not only taste preferences, but also lifestyle, historical realities,
philosophical and religious views. In Korea, as in many East Asian
countries, food is not just a way to satisfy hunger, but a whole cultural
phenomenon that includes traditions, rituals and deeply rooted customs.
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Korean cuisine has been formed under the influence of many
factors: geographical location, climate, agricultural development, social
conditions and even philosophical views. The variety of dishes, a
special approach to combining ingredients, a balance of flavors and
colors, as well as the use of fermented products make Korean cuisine
unique. This gastronomic tradition is based on the principle of harmony
- both in the nutritional properties of food and in its impact on human
health.

An integral part of Korean culture remains the so-called "cult of
food", manifested in the importance of shared meals, respect for food
and carefully thought-out preparation of dishes. Koreans view food not
only as a source of energy, but also as a means of improving health,
maintaining internal balance, and even a way to communicate with
others. Historically, despite periods of food shortages, Korean cuisine
has managed to preserve its identity and develop into a whole
philosophy of nutrition.

In this article, we will look at the features of Korean cuisine, its
main ingredients, traditional dishes, and the philosophy of nutrition that
underlies the gastronomic culture of the Korean Peninsula.

It would not be an exaggeration to say that in every culture
(especially traditional cultures), actions related to food and drink are
among the most important and culture-forming factors, overgrown with
a colossal variety of customs, traditions and rituals. After all, food is
not only the main factor in maintaining life and the connecting link
between members of society. Apparently, any society came to the
realization of the well-known maxim "man is what he eats" quite early.
Koreans have always been famous in the Far East for their love of good
food. Moreover, the so-called cult of food has survived in Korea to this
day. It is not without reason that there is a saying in the East: "The
Japanese eat with their eyes, the Chinese - with their mouths, and the
Koreans - with their bellies." Such a significant role of food in the lives
of Koreans can be explained by the fact that banal hunger was an
invariable reality for the majority of the population at almost all stages
of the country's development. There are several reasons for this. Firstly,
the unstable situation caused by destructive aggression from outside,
internal crises, civil unrest, etc. Secondly, relatively primitive
agricultural technologies and the lack of effective systems for
overcoming the consequences of natural disasters of a climatic nature.
Indeed, frequent floods caused by monsoons, followed by droughts (in
the absence of appropriate technical equipment) did not allow Koreans
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to fruitfully engage in agriculture [5]. And the third, most important
reason is the specifics of tax collection in traditional Korea. Taxes in
Korea were collected in rice, and often, especially during martial law
and general mobilization, most of its reserves were confiscated from
people.

Rice, the most important grain in many regions of Asia, was the
basis of Korean food for two thousand years. Along with other cereals:
barley, millet, buckwheat, sorghum, corn, an important place in the
traditional diet of Koreans was occupied by legumes: soybeans, beans,
peas and green beans, which replaced animal protein, that is, meat,
which was a rare food due to the poor development of livestock
breeding. Of the vegetables, the most common were Far Eastern kale,
radishes, carrots, cucumbers, onions, and garlic. In addition, Koreans
often consumed leaves, shoots and roots of many plants, various
mushrooms. Of the fruits, the most popular in Korea were apples, pears,
peaches, apricots, melons, which replaced dessert for Koreans. Koreans
also eat eggs, both chicken and duck, quail [1]. It can also be said that
Korean food has countless health benefits and has been used for
centuries to maintain body balance. Food and medicine are usually
considered the same. To help balance the body's energies, these foods
contain five elements, namely fire, wood, water, metal, and earth.
Korean cuisine is synonymous with healthy and delicious. Over the
years, it has evolved from the culture, geography of the country, and the
traditions of the peoples of the Korean Peninsula under various
influences. To keep the body warm and healthy, Koreans have
developed fermented foods that improve metabolism. Korean
gastronomy is based on healthy food. Koreans do not eat food to get
full. Food is prepared and consumed to be healthy, healthy food is
consumed to prevent illness, and sick people seek to heal themselves
with food and turn to medicine if these methods are not enough. Korean
cuisine has a long history. Since 300 BC, it has been heavily influenced
by Chinese culture, especially from a medical point of view. According
to Taoist philosophy, health is a state of balance, in which the key is the
choice of food, and the human body is healthy only when Yin-Yang
and the five elements are in balance. Yin and Yang are the energetic
qualities that create the five elements (wood, fire, earth, metal and
water) with harmonious colors (green, red, yellow, white and black)
that form everything in the universe, including our health. Thus, the
traditional Korean table includes dishes or side dishes of five colors,
most of which are low in calories and full of vegetables. Nowadays, the
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idea that promotes the consumption of five servings of fruits and
vegetables, and is also highly recommended in the international arena,
is a philosophy and tradition known since ancient times in Korea [7].

In Korea, in addition to the yin and yang energy in the body,
the sense of taste is used to maintain the balance of the five basic
elements, namely fire, wood, water, metal and earth. The fire element is
bitter, the wood element is sour, water is salty, metal is pungent and
earth is sweet [ 8 ]. Scientific research has found that the five tastes are
related to the organs of the body. Sour foods are good for the liver and
gallbladder, bitter foods are good for the heart and small intestine,
sweet foods are good for the stomach and pancreas, spicy foods are
good for the lungs and large intestine, and salty foods are good for the
kidneys and bladder. If one of your organs is sick, foods of the same
element can help repair the damage to that organ. According to ancient
Chinese philosophy adopted by the Koreans, the five elements govern
the evolution of the cosmos. They are wood, fire, earth, metal and
water. It is known that these elements can trigger and influence
everything by working together. In cooking, the five elements
correspond to sour, bitter, sweet, spicy, and salty tastes. These tastes are
associated with five colors, respectively: blue/green, red, yellow, white,
and black. Traditionally, a dish is prepared depending on how different
tastes and colors contradict each other and how well they correspond to
each other. In order for this dish to be successful, it is necessary to
understand this harmony. Ordinary Korean women naturally strived for
balance and harmony in their cooking, even if they did not know
anything about this theory. Special attention was paid to balance and
harmony, as well as health, depending on who would eat the food. [9]

A major principle that has a strong influence on the Korean
mind and cooking method is yin and yang. This principle is that two
great opposing but interrelated forces govern everything in the universe
and must always be in a harmonious balance.

There is a balance of yin and yang in your body that you must
take care of to stay healthy. One way to do this is through food. If your
body has a lot of yang, you should prefer foods that contain yin to
compensate. These foods should be in balance in the body and with
other foods consumed. For example, pork wrap is made from pork,
which is a yin food, and served with salted fermented shrimp, which is
a yang food to ensure balance [10]. Korean food culture places great
emphasis on aesthetic values in addition to the philosophy of excellent
healthy food. In essence, these values can be collected into five
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categories: foods that demonstrate the aesthetics of harmonization and
convergence, foods that demonstrate the aesthetics of anticipation and
patience, foods that demonstrate the aesthetics of caring, foods that
demonstrate the aesthetics of beauty in various colors, and foods that
demonstrate the aesthetics of anticipation and patience. demonstrating
the aesthetics of purification. These values related to the characteristics
of Korean food in four categories also during the Joseon Dynasty: food
as a symbol of power, food as prevention and treatment of diseases,
love as food, and food as a medium for socializing with people. God. In
addition to material abundance, the core values of Korean cuisine focus
on spiritual maturity, thinking about others, and living a balanced life.
[11]. When it comes to the values embedded in Korean cuisine, which
has a tradition of thousands of years, three things come to mind. The
first is respect, the second is balance and harmony, and the third is
health [9].

Korean cuisine uses fewer seasonings and spices than other
cuisines, but it is spicy, and many Korean dishes are unthinkable
without red pepper. Koreans are accustomed to eating seaweed,
especially kelp. Seaweed is used to make soups, and is eaten dried and
salted. Particularly common are “kim” - dried seaweed and “miyeok” -
dried seaweed. Korean dishes have long been divided into three main
groups. The first group included the so-called “main dishes” or
“chusik”: boiled rice (bab), soup (guk), noodles (guksu, naengmyeon),
liquid porridge (juk), as well as spicy pickled cabbage (kimchi), thick
sauces (zhang). These dishes formed the basis of the daily diet of a
Korean family. The second group of dishes includes the so-called
snacks (panchang), which were part of the daily diet only for
representatives of the privileged classes of society. A special place was
occupied by special dishes that were prepared according to special
recipes and, as a rule, were served on the table only on special
occasions, on holidays. Often, only rich people and courtiers could eat
these “royal” dishes.

In Korean, the word "pub" is synonymous with the word food
and meal, since this dish has been the most important and irreplaceable
since ancient times. Pub is made from grains such as rice or barley,
which are pre-soaked and then boiled. Depending on the grain, it is
divided into rice pub, barley pub, millet pub, but when they say just
pub, they usually mean rice pub. Depending on who eats it, it is called
differently. For example, when elders eat it, it is called chinchi, when it
is served to the king - sura, and when it is placed on the sacrificial table,
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it is called mae. Rice began to be soaked and steamed in the full sense
of the word in the Iron Age, when metal boilers called sot appeared.
Kuk is a general name for Korean soups, which were always served
with "pub". The method of preparation and ingredients of soups are
different, so you can add and cook anything you want. The main
distinctive feature of guk is that its different types are prepared
depending on the set of snacks - panchan on the table and the season.
The taste, color, and quantity of this dish are also important. For
example, in the spring they ate dojangguk made from fresh herbs, and
in the hot summer - naengguk, that is, cold guk [1].

In old Korea, guk was eaten depending on the situation, for
example, a person with a cold was given hot guk with pepper and
beans. If a person drank a lot, they prepared guk with dried pollock. In
Korea, it is customary to prepare seaweed soup (Miekguk) for the
birthday boy. However, it is strictly not recommended to eat any
seafood dishes before exams, especially Miekguk. Everything is
explained simply: if you eat miekguk before exams, then you, so to
speak, “will slip on those seaweeds from the soup” when answering
each question and will not pass the exam. Therefore, Korean
schoolchildren sacredly honor this tradition. Instead of soup, you need
to eat solid, sticky food - rice cakes tteok or traditional sweets yot. And
then the student is guaranteed success, because then all the knowledge
will “stick” to him wonderfully.

Another “main dish” was various types of noodles, which are
divided into two main types: hot noodles (kalguksu) and cold noodles
(naengmyeon). Hot noodles - guksu were served in broth with various
spices and additives. The dough for making hot noodles was made from
rice flour. Cold noodles naengmyeon were made not from rice, but
from buckwheat flour. Hot noodles were usually eaten in winter, and
cold noodles - in summer.

Guksu is a hot dish in which noodles are placed in a clear and
warm broth, seasoned with soy sauce. Thinly sliced slices of meat,
vegetables, eggs are carefully placed on top as decoration. Due to the
climate and geographical conditions, Korea is not rich in wheat, so
noodles were made from flour of other grains. If Koreans ate pub as
their main everyday food, then guksu was a dish for special occasions,
such as anniversaries, weddings, and birthdays. In the old days, it was
served to guests during weddings, and this tradition has remained to
this day. This is where the expression "to eat guksu" came from, which
means to get married. It has also become a tradition for Koreans to eat
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guksu on their birthday, so that life would be as long as the threads of
guksu.

Panchan, this is the general name for all the dishes served in
addition to the main meal. Usually, Korean food consists of three parts:
the main dish is pub, it is complemented by panchans, and at the end of
the meal there is dessert. Here the word panchang includes everything:
guk, tige (stewed meat or vegetables), jeonggol (liquid broth made from
beef, vegetables, etc.), bokkeum (fried dishes), tim (steamed dishes),
saengchae (raw vegetable salads), namul (green and herb salads), jorim
(boiled dishes), kui (roast), hwe (finely chopped raw meat with spices),
sam (Korean cabbage rolls), jangachi (vegetables marinated in soy
sauce), kimchi (salted cabbage), jokgal (salted shellfish or fish), etc.
Sometimes the word panchang is used in a narrow sense, without
including the soup — guk [1].

It is impossible to say exactly when Koreans started serving
pub and panchan separately, but the current rules for setting the table
appeared in the Joseon era. Perhaps they began to be served separately
because pub was bland, not seasoned with anything, while other dishes
were spicy. Panchan and pub complemented each other well, not only
in taste, because panchan supplied all the nutrients and vitamins that
pub could not provide. When preparing panchan, special attention was
paid to ensuring that dishes with similar cooking methods were not
repeated and that there were equal amounts of hot and cold appetizers
on the table. Traditionally, the Korean table was divided into several
types depending on the panchan. But there was a main, standard table
for all Koreans, which consisted of pub, kuk, kimchi, soy sauce and
panchan of three appetizers. In the old days, tables were divided into
categories according to the number of banchans, such as a table of five,
seven, nine or twelve banchans, depending on the social status and
family wealth. A particularly abundant table is prepared for a child's
anniversary (tool), a wedding (kyorhonsik) and a sixtieth birthday
(hwangap), as they are considered the most important in the life cycle
of Koreans. On such holidays, regardless of social status, a great many
banchans are prepared, as they say in Korean, "so that the legs of the
table can barely hold up". A huge number of dishes are prepared for
holidays, each with its own purpose. On the first major celebration in a
child's life - the hundredth day after birth - red beans were scattered in
the four directions to scare away evil spirits [2]. Noodles, symbolizing
longevity, rice (wealth) and jujube fruit (numerous and famous
offspring) are usually prepared on tool. Guests, having received rice

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cakes from the festive table, present bags of rice, a skein of thread or
money in return. Rice means luck, threads - longevity, and money -
wealth. At the kyorkhonsik wedding, when the bride is handed over to
the groom's side, a bag of rice is prepared at the entrance to the house.
Stepping over the bag, the bride must walk without stumbling along the
laid out silk carpet, symbolizing wealth and well-being. At the sixtieth
anniversary - hwangap - according to tradition, meter-long pyramids of
rice cookies and various traditional Korean sweets are placed in front of
the anniversary couple, symbolizing wealth and prosperity [2].

Korean cuisine cannot be imagined without the main types of
sauces: kanjang, doenjang and gochujang, which are used in the
preparation of many dishes.

Kanjang is a liquid soy sauce of almost black color, has a
sweetish-salty taste and a specific smell. This sauce has a long history,
dating back to ancient times.

Making soy sauce was a very important matter in the life of
Koreans, so they chose the day of its preparation very carefully. At the
same time, there were various rules that had to be followed. The
woman who prepared the sauce should not leave the house for 3 days
before to avoid the possibility of meeting evil spirits. In addition, all
measures were taken to bring the kanjang to the desired condition and
for proper storage [1].

The ancient Koreans began to prepare soybean paste (doenjang)
at the same time as the kanjang sauce. Meat was a hard-to-find food for
Koreans, so soybeans were a good source of missing proteins.
Soybeans themselves are poorly digested, but doenjang, as a
fermentation product, is well digested and helps digestion. Gochujang
is made from soybean curd, rice or barley flour with the addition of
ground red pepper, malt and salt. It is a thick, porridge-like sauce, dark
red in color, very spicy in taste, which is its main feature.

Among the sweet dishes of traditional Korean cuisine, rice
bread - tteok, pastila - yot, dried persimmon - kotkam, various cookies
and breads: kangjeong, yakgwa, etc. should be mentioned.

The food of Buddhists is very remarkable. Buddhism has
existed in Korea for over 1,600 years. The Korean Buddhist temple has
developed its own unique cuisine, which is conducive to a life of quiet
solitude and corresponds to Buddhist canons. In Buddhism, eating is
considered a religious ritual, which takes place together with close
neighbors and in unity with nature, where there are also strict canons
for cooking and eating. The food of Buddhist monks is very simple and

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does not contain any artificial seasonings. As Buddhists themselves say,
the secret of food is that ... it is necessary to cook with a sincere soul.
In the end, a person’s character does not depend on how he eats, but on
the soul with which he eats... he may or may not become a Buddha”
[6]. The food of the Buddhist temple is balanced and nutritious.
Therefore, this type of food subsequently became popular for the
prevention and prevention of diseases in old and old age. The food of
the Sangha is the most unique, which is related to religious norms.
Firstly, no meat or animal products (eggs, etc.) are used in the
preparation, since the teachings of Buddhism forbid the use of flesh in
the preparation of food. Secondly, vegetables about sinche (garlic,
spring onions, wild garlic, leeks) are not used, "since Buddhists believe
that these plants stimulate the emergence of thirst and anger" [6].
Thirdly, the food of the temple has healing properties. No artificial
seasonings or preservatives are used. Korean Buddhists say that “The
heavenly spirit eats in the morning, Buddhists eat at noon, the living -
after lunch, and evil spirits - at night” [6]. Buddhist monks usually ate
chuk in the morning - a watery porridge made from cereals. Therefore,
it can be said that this is a traditional Buddhist food, which they
consider the best food, since “... chuk removes hunger, relieves thirst,
improves digestion, and also regulates bowel function and relieves a
person from bragging and exaggeration” [6]. In addition, it is said that
if you eat chuk, then anxiety disappears, peace of mind, vitality and life
expectancy increase. Also, chuk is attributed to a huge list of healing
properties. In the past, both in the royal palace and in the houses of
commoners, there was a custom of serving an elderly person in the
morning chuk. In addition, instead of a treat, that is, hot food, neighbors
or relatives were sent chuk. There was a custom of serving a dear guest
chuk made from eight grains. Although chuk was often eaten as a main
dish, since ancient times, Koreans believed that chuk made from rice
with red beans could drive away troubles and grief.

Many ancient temples, such as Tongdosa, have their own
cooking recipes.

Korean national cuisine is a complex and multi-layered cultural
phenomenon that intertwines history, philosophy, and traditional ideas
about health and harmony. Formed under the influence of both internal
and external factors, Korean gastronomic culture demonstrates a unique
combination of tastes, symbolism, and aesthetics, reflecting the
principles of balance, respect for nature, and care for health.
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A semiotic analysis of Korean cuisine reveals not only the basic
symbolic meanings of food, but also its connection with broader
cultural contexts - from traditional medicine to social rituals. Korean
cuisine is inextricably linked with the philosophy of yin and yang, the
teaching of the five elements, as well as with ideas about social
hierarchy, which makes it an important part of national identity.

Thus, food in Korean culture is not just a means of satiety, but
the most important cultural code reflecting the worldview and life
values of the people. Its versatility, rooted in ancient traditions,
continues to influence modern society, while maintaining its uniqueness
and significance.

Abstract: The article examines the national characteristics of Koreans in
conducting business negotiations, which play a decisive role in the successful
interaction of South Korean businessmen with their foreign partners. The study
is based on the analysis of cultural, social and historical factors influencing the
negotiation style in Korea. Particular attention is paid to such aspects as
hierarchy, collectivism, the importance of personal relationships and non-
verbal communication. Particular importance in Korean business culture is
attached to such aspects as respect for elders and people in high positions,
observance of subordination, as well as the importance of informal meetings to
strengthen business relations.

Business communication in Korea is built on the basis of trust and
respect, where personal contacts and reputation play a significant role. The
negotiation process requires patience, attention to detail and a deep
understanding of cultural characteristics from foreign partners. A key element
of successful negotiations is awareness of the importance of hierarchy in
Korean society.

The article also provides information highlighting the importance of
respecting cultural traditions and norms for foreign companies seeking to
establish business relationships with Korean partners. This research paper
examines key strategies to promote more effective communication and reduce
misunderstandings during negotiations. This research paper will also be useful
for undergraduate and graduate students interested in the business model and
business culture of Korean people, as well as international business, and
anyone interested in this area.

Title: Methods for Translating Movie Titles from English to Korean

Abstract: The article examines the main methods of translating film titles
from English into Korean. Lexical, semantic and cultural aspects influencing
the choice of translation are analyzed. Particular attention is paid to adaptation
strategies such as transliteration, literal translation, semantic interpretation and
localization considering the cultural characteristics of the Korean audience.
Examples of successful and unsuccessful translations, their impact on the
perception of the film by Korean viewers and marketing aspects are also
considered. The study is based on the analysis of popular films and their
Korean titles, which allows us to identify the most effective approaches to
conveying the semantic content of the original title.

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PHRASEOLOGICAL UNITS THE CATEGORIAL MEANING
OE WHICH IS PREDICTED BY THE GRAMMATICALLY
SUPPORTING (MAIN) COMPONENT

Abstract: The article is devoted to the classification of phraseological units of
the Korean language, the categorical meaning of which is predicted by the
grammatically supporting (main) component. Substantive, verbal, adverbial
and adjectival phraseological units are distinguished. Substantive
phraseological units can perform the syntactic function of a subject, nominal
predicate, attribute, object; verbal phraseological units perform the function of
a predicate, circumstance, attribute; adverbial phraseological units — the
function of circumstance and predicate; adjectival phraseological units — the
function of attribute, predicate, circumstance. Syntactic connections between
components do not differ from syntactic connections between words in free
phrases. The characteristic features of phraseological units are: stability at the
structural and semantic levels; a significant number of archaisms in the
composition of phraseological units; diversity of component composition.

A grammatically supporting component is understood as a
word that organizes a phraseological unit as a structural whole of a
certain model. A grammatically reference word determines the
functional equivalence of a phraseological unit of a particular part of
speech: umul an keguri - a person with a narrow worldview (literally, a
frog in a well), (Korean-Russian Dictionary. Publishing house Moon FEi
Lim, edited by Kim Chun Sik, 2009, p. 1274; W15 of A1~ =70 ARA
A6t AW AAFH A AEUF AH Dictionary of Authentic Folk
Language, 6th edition. 1771); (hereinafter: cor-russian sl. and %15
AFA). The keguri component is a grammatical reference word. It is a
noun therefore it turns phraseological units into a substantive type of
phraseological units; chvido sedo moryge - unnoticed (lit. so that
neither mouse nor bird knows; ¥l% A p. 2174); The moryge
component is a grammatically supporting word. This is an adverb
therefore turning a phraseological unit into an adverbial type of
phraseological units.

Phraseological units of substantive type.

We include phraseological units the final component of which
is a noun or an infinitive in the role of a name. This is the largest group
of phraseological units the categorical meaning of which is predicted by
a reference word - they make up 48.3% of the phraseological units we
studied.

The most extensive group of substantive phraseological units is
a combination of two nouns. The first of them serves as a definition, for
example: pyeongji phunpa - adversity (lit. a wave out of the blue; T1%
AR p. 2491). The first noun can have its own definition: chhosannan
chip ke - mournful look (lit. a dog in a house where they are preparing
for a funeral; cor-russian sl. p. 1603). This definition has the form of
indirect cases: genitive - talgy tegari - spruce head (lit. head of a
chicken; cor-russian sl. p. 349); local - chilbyeongedo kamno - hidden
virtues (lit. nectar in a clay bottle; ¥ A% p. 1523).

The first noun can have postpositions “e” - somewhere, “ap” -
in front, “twi” - behind, etc.: khanyre chhim paetki - recklessness (lit.
spitting in the sky; 15 A4 p. 2543), koyangyi aphe kogi panchhan -
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give everything to another (lit. meat with a side dish in front of the cat;
5 AFA p.194), kut twie nal chang'gu - after a fight they do not wave
their fists (lit. the beating of a drum after a shamanic ritual; 715 AF4 p.
305).

Substantive phraseological units include phraseological units
formed from the combination of an adjective with a noun, for example
“khyn sarang - old people’s room (lit. large living room; cor-russian
word p. 1667). In phrases of this type the reference word is a noun.

This category also includes a group of phraseological units - a
combination of the combination “numeral + noun” with one or two
nouns: phallyon phunjin - long suffering (lit. life experiences for eight
years; cor-russian sl. p. 1697), te kythesodo sam nyon - another will not
burn in fire (lit. even on the top of a bamboo - three years; cor-russian
sl. p. 361). In this group the role of a reference word can be played by
either a noun or a combination of “numeral + noun”. This depends on
the syntactic position: the reference word always stands at the end of
the phraseological unit.

Another group of substantive phraseological units is the
combination of a participle with a noun. The participle acts as a
definition; it may have an addition: kireum mogeun chongyi - a spoiled
affair (lit. paper soaked in fat; 713 A4 p.793).

The participle can take the form of the present, future and past
tense, as well as the form of the passive voice: monneung soga
ttongyeul nuji - costs (lit. cakes of a well-fed cow; W15 AF4 p.793),
mogul khongyiro algo tombinda - the desire to receive something for
free (lit. to pounce on beans; W% AL p.793). mogyn geumse — money
spent on a purchase (lit. eaten money; cor-russian sl. p. 543), maein
moksum — dependent position (lit. connected life; W15 AFZ p. 782).

Substantive phraseological units also include phraseological
units where the role of the final component is played by a dependent or
auxiliary noun ‘“cat”, “noryt”, “te”, “pa”, etc., for example: ttan' phal
norysiya - empty business (lit. digging the earth; cor-rus. p. 469).

This category also includes phraseological units where the
function of a name is performed by: a) the first infinitive - seksi korym
- a timid gait (lit. bride's gait; 715 A p. 1266), the second infinitive -
konnosan pogo kkujitki - to scold someone behind the eyes (lit. to scold
the mountain opposite; 115 AF p.118).

The last group of substantive phraseological units is a
combination of a gerund with a noun or with the first or second
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infinitive as a name: chon deulja ibyol - parting after a short meeting
(lit. just fell in love - parting; Y15 A% p.2065), nuwoso tteok mokki -
a couple of trifles (lit. lying down to eat bread; W15 A4 p. 511), mul
chang chebi - a well-built person (lit. swallow filled with water; cor-
russian sl. p. 606). In such phrases the reference word is a noun or an
infinitive. The participle acts as a circumstance.

A significant part of the phraseological fund of the Korean
language consists of phraseological units of Chinese origin. They
usually consist of four syllables and are constructed as a noun + noun.
Koreans perceive them as a single whole without distinguishing the
meaning of individual components, for example: changsu sunmu - (lit.)
having everything you need it is easy to achieve success (chansu -
merchant, sunmu - pacification; 715 A4 p. 1992), kosogi hon'an - (lit.)
nothing happens without a reason (kosok - a block of stone; ¥1Z A}%
p.191, hong'an - ruddy face; W% A4 p.2644).

Substantive phraseological units in a sentence are used as:

1. subject — yanbandylgva kvallidyri ppeasa kanyn karem
chapsenin iru ta heil sudo opsotta — It was impossible to get rid of the
exorbitant exactions imposed by landowners and officials; karem
chapse - excessive exactions (karem - imposition of excessive exactions,
chapse - various taxes), (“The Legend of Khon Gildon”, M., IVL, 1962.
p. 43); (hereinafter: The Tale of Khon Gildon);

2. definitions - kyronikka urineun ojin baeksondyryl
noryakjilhaesong an twemyo ojik yangbandeulgwa thamgwan oridyry
ojiroun chansarul chyobusigo baeksoneul wihayo moksumul pacho
ssaundanin koshiyo - Not sparing our lives we fight against the
landowners and officials who rob our people ! thamgwan ori - a greedy
and corrupt official (thamgvan - a greedy official, ori - a corrupt
official), (The Tale of Hong Gildon, p. 47);

3. additions - yogienin nongundyryl mnoryakdzhilkhanyn
yanbandylgva kvallidyri optago hadjiman onje chkhimnyagy palkiri
ppochkhilnyndzhi moryl iriyotta - Although there were no landowners
and officials robbing the people, aggression could break out at any
moment; palkiri ppottchhida - to burst out (about aggression), (lit. the
step is very long), (The Tale of Khon Gildon, p. 67);

4. in the function of a nominal predicate - nari palgymyeon
chayeon asiryoniva tegamnim porin chasigira je shinsenun ttyn
kurymgwa katsaoni ochchi abojiy saran'eul parago anonhage salsuga
issaorikka kildongeun sorymi pukpatchcho kyman thonggokhago
maratta - “Although the days of childhood were cloudless I was
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abandoned as a child and didn’t know if I could will all people
recognize a father's love? - at these words Gildon was overcome with
deep sadness and he began to cry; ttyn kurym - everyday affairs (lit.
soaring clouds), (The Tale of Khon Gildon, p. 41).

By the number of components substantive phraseological units
are distributed as follows: phraseological units with two components
make up 61% of their number, with three — 26%, with four — 12%, with
five or more — 1%.

According to the lexical meaning of the components they can
be divided into three groups. In approximately 8% of phraseological
units the lexical meanings of the components are completely preserved,
in 54% of phraseological units the general meaning of the phrase can be
derived from the meaning of the components, in 38% of phraseological
units it is difficult or impossible to trace the connection between the
meaning of the phraseological unit and the meaning of the components.
This depends on the age of the phraseological unit: the older the
phraseological unit, the less the connection between the meaning of the
components and the meaning of the phraseological unit.

In all phraseological units the usual word order, characteristic
of free phrases is preserved: the reference word is in last place, the
definition is before the word being defined, etc.

Syntactic connections between the components of a
phraseological unit do not differ from the syntactic connections of
words in free phrases.

Phraseological units of verb type.

The main features of verbal phraseological units are their
ability to act as a predicate in a sentence and the presence of a verbal
component in them. Phraseological units of the verb type make up 29.7%
of phraseological units the categorical meaning of which is signaled by
a reference word.

The wvast majority of verbal phraseological units are
phraseological units formed according to the “nouns + verb” model.
There are several types:

- combination “noun + verb”: muri nerida — to lose heart (lit.
water sinks; cor-russian sl. p. 606).);

- combination “noun with object + verb”. An object can take a
position both before and after a noun: kaechoneso yon' nada - to surpass
one's parents (lit. a dragon comes out of a stream; Y15 AF# p.96), mari
maryl mandynda - to exaggerate (lit. a word gives birth to a word; cor-
russian sl. p. 518);
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- combination “noun with attribute + verb”. The definition may
consist of two or more words: mom tul kosyl moryda - to be confused
(lit. not to know where to put your body; cor-russian sl. p. 575);

- combination “noun in the role of an object + verb in the form
of the passive voice”: kwie kosyllida - sink into the soul (lit. hang on
the ears; W15 A4 p. 312);

- a combination of “two homogeneous nouns + verb”: chomgo
helgiga uansonkhada - energetic (lit. full of youth and ardor; W% AF3
p. 2528).

In these combinations the grammatically supporting word is the
verb. It is difficult to identify a semantically key word because each of
the components performs a specific function: the noun expresses the
object or subject of the action and the verb expresses the action itself.

The next group of verbal phraseological units is formed
according to the “adverbial form of the verb + verb” model: chugo
chineda - to suffer (lit. to live while dying; W15 AF& p. 2151). A verb
in the form of a gerund may have an addition: suyomyl neryo ssylda -
pretend to be a fool (lit. sweep with a beard; cor-russian sl. p. 1009).
The verb acts as a grammatically and semantically supporting word
while the gerund gives an additional characteristic to the action.

A small part of verbal phraseological units consists of units
formed according to the model “negative particle “mot” + verb in the
form of a gerund of manner of action”: mot ssyge tveda - become ugly
(lit. become unfit for use; cor-russian sl. p. 576). In these combinations
the grammatically supporting word is also the verb.

The same small group consists of phraseological units formed
according to the model “nouns with the comparative particle “kachhi” +
verb”: so kachhi mokta - to gorge (lit. eat like a cow; cor-russian sl. p.
956). The supporting word here is the verb and the noun with the
particle “kachhi” serves as a gerund explaining the predicate.

A special group of verbal phraseological units consists of
phraseological units formed according to the “noun + adjective” model.
In form these are adjectival phraseological units, however this
coincidence is formal because they name an action and in a sentence
function as a predicate: moriga kabyupta - to be in high spirits (lit.
light-headed; & A} p. 790). These phraseological units are
characterized by a fairly high motivation of general meaning by the
meaning of the components: okkega mugopta - to bear a heavy burden
(lit. a heavy shoulder; W1 A4 p. 1600), suga sanapta - not to be lucky
(lit. luck is not kind; 15 AR p. 995). The grammatically and
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semantically supporting component of these phraseological units is the
adjective.

A verb that is part of a phraseological unit can have different
forms of tense, mood, aspect, voice, etc.: ppolsso yangbany muridyryn
praisebindaniran malman tyrodo tegyongsilsegul hago chiril totolge
tveyotta - The very name “noble robbers” made the landowners turn
pale and tremble with fear and anger; chhiryl ttolda - to tremble with
anger (lit. to grit one's teeth), (The Tale of Hong Gildon, p. 51);
omoninin nomudo nollawaso micho jeongsinul kadademji mothayota -
The mother was too frightened and still could not recover from fear;
jeongsinil kadadimta - to come to one’s senses (lit. to inspire
consciousness), (The Tale of Hong Gildon, p. 42); ky naldo chusege
chamgetton kamsanyn puriyakhanyn sorie hodonkorimyo pul puryl
kkyra khoryonyl naretta - The governor who had been drinking that day
began to rush around and shout: “Put out the fire!”; chusege chamgida -
engage in drunkenness and debauchery (lit. immerse yourself in wine
and women), (The Tale of Khon Gildon, p. 51).

Verbal phraseological units perform the following syntactic
functions in a sentence:

- function of the predicate: kunsadyryn hotkhanyl chhotta - the
soldiers received nothing; hotkhanyl chhida - to receive nothing for the
work done (lit. to be subject to fruitlessness), (The Tale of Hong Gildon,
p. 64);

- function of circumstance: tojokiranyn mare kviga ponchchok
ttiyo ihybyn sonyonegero kakkai katta - Likhyp who pricked up his ears
at the word “robbers” came closer to the boy; kviga ponchchok ttyida -
to prick up the ears (lit. to sharply force the ears to begin to hear), (The
Tale of Khon Gildon, p. 54);

- definition function: and arymdaun tangyenin nadaryl
ppeannyn yanbannedo opko mejiryl nerinin qualidyldo optani and
olmana singihan iringa! - How wonderful it is that on this land there are
no landowners who take away grain and no officials who punish with
corporal punishment! medzhiryl nerida - to punish, flog (The Tale of
Khon Gildon, p. 65).

By the number of components, verbal phraseological units are
distributed as follows: two-component phraseological units make up 65%
of verbal phraseological units, three-component units - 28%, four-
component units - 5.4%, with five or more components - 1.6%.

According to the lexical meaning of the components they can
be divided into two equal groups: phraseological units where the
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meaning of the phrase is composed of the meanings of the components
or is derived from them (49.5%) and phraseological units where the
meaning of the phrase is not motivated (50.5%).

In verb-type phraseological units the usual word order
characteristic of free phrases, is preserved. A grammatically reference
word always occupies the last place in a turn.

All syntactic connections between components are formed in
the same way as in free phrases.

Phraseological units of adverbial type.

They are united by the fact that they serve to qualitatively
characterize the action; make up 14% of phraseological units the
categorical meaning of which is signaled by a grammatically supporting
word.

The category of adverbial phraseological units includes:

- phraseological units where the supporting word is the root or
stem of the verb to which the comparative particle “tyt” is attached:
mul ssydyt hada - squander (lit. as if using water; W1 A4 p. 606);

- phraseological units the grammatical reference word of which
is an adverb or an adverbial form of an adjective: ttangyi kkojige - take
a deep breath (lit. so that the earth collapses; 15 A p. 469), pogi
chokhe - beautiful (lit. so that it’s pleasant to look at; ¥15 AL p. 729);

- phraseological units where the supporting word is a gerund
which has partially or completely lost its verbal properties and is
functionally close to adverbs: pam tova - under the cover of night (lit.
with the help of the night; cor-russian sl. p. 663), chugora hago
shirohada — I don’t like it to death (lit. I don’t like it to such an extent
that I want to say: “Die!” W1 A p. 2151);

- phraseological units consisting of a noun and comparative
particles “kachkhi”, “mankhym”: khanyl kachkhi - firmly /hope/, (lit.
like the sky; cor-russian sl. p. 1747), siat chugyn nunmul mankhym -
scanty amount (lit. like tears due to the death of a younger concubine;
cor-russian sl. p. 1047);

- phraseological units consisting of a noun and the word “opsi”
- “without” - sesan opsi - incomparably (lit. without the world; W%
AR p. 1340);

- phraseological units where the supporting word is a participle
to which is attached the service name noun “cot” - “thing” and the
adjective “katta”: kankae ai sevonon cat katta - very worried (lit. as if
left a child on the river bank; W15 A4 p. 84);
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- phraseological units consisting of two nouns and functionally
acting as adverbs: haru achhim - a short time (lit. the morning of one
day; W15 A p. 2545);

- phraseological units consisting of an adjective and a noun in
the dative case and functionally performing the role of adverbs: kathyn
kapse - one way or another (lit. at a similar price; ¥15 AF4 p. 84);

- phraseological units consisting of a participle with an object
and a noun: kimchiril jchuk jhijdo mokta - impatiently (lit. ate cabbage
tearing the porridge; W15 AH4 p. 84).

Phraseological units of adverbial type perform various syntactic
functions in a sentence:

a) the function of various circumstances:

- mode of action: irokhe sengakhal tte honpansonyn charie
nuwosodo panyl pansoge nuundyt kverouni penyn nanari to heman
katta - At the thought of this Hong Phanso was spinning as if on pins
and needles and from these worries his illness intensified; panyl
pansoge nuundyt — sit as if on pins and needles (lit. as if lying on a
cushion of pins), (The Tale of Khon Gildon, p. 38);

- measures and degrees: masugyi kunsanin yoji opsi millenatta -
Masuga’s army was completely expelled; yoji opsi - completely, to the
ground (lit. so that there is no free space left), (The Tale of Hon Gildon,
p- 80);

- time: ssari musyn namue yoninjidu morymyeonso pam nat
opsi mokku nolgiman hani yangbanul khoe kolgu ibe konyn ge
anigesso - Should these landowners turn up their noses and talk down
to them when they didn’t even know what rice grew on, and only knew
how to overeat for days on end and have fun; pam nat opsi - day and
night, days on end (lit. without night and day), (The Legend of Chon
Uchi. M., IVL, 1962. p. 104); (hereinafter: The Legend of Chon Uchi);

b) the function of the predicate: kynyn kyjo changkomanil
chhunsiri chikhigo ossossymi thyllim opta - The fact that he faithfully
guarded the warehouses is undoubtedly; thyllim opsi - undoubtedly (lit.
without error), (The Legend of Chon Uchi, p. 107).

By the number of components adverbial phraseological units
are distributed as follows: two-component phraseological units make up
33% of adverbial phraseological units, three-component ones - 38%,
four-component ones - 19%, with five or more components - 10%.

According to the lexical meaning of the components they can
be divided into two approximately equal groups: in 53% of
phraseological units the general meaning of the unit is easily derived
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from the meanings of the components, in 47% of phraseological units
there is no connection between the meaning of the phraseological unit
and the meaning of the components.

In all phraseological units the usual word order characteristic of
a Korean sentence is preserved. The reference word always takes the
last place in the combination.

All syntactic connections between the components of
phraseological units are formed in the same way as in free phrases and
sentences.

Phraseological units of adjectival type.

What they have in common is that they serve to qualitatively
characterize a person, object or phenomenon; make up 8% of
phraseological units the categorical meaning of which is signaled by a
reference word.

The largest group of adjective phraseological units is a
combination of a noun and an adjective: kho seda - stubborn (lit. hard
nose; cor-russian sl. p. 1662). They use an adjective as a reference word.
The noun plays an auxiliary role: it expresses the object to which a
qualitative characteristic is given. Phraseological units of this group can
be constructed according to the type of compound sentence, where two
combinations ‘“noun + adjective” are connected: san solgo mul solda -
alien (lit. unfamiliar mountains and unfamiliar water; cor-russian sl. p.
1203). This group of adjectival phraseological units is distinguished by
simplicity and brevity: most of them consist of two components.

Phraseological units of the adjectival type also include
phraseological units formed according to the model “nouns + adjective
katta”: chhosannan chip katta — sad (lit. like a house where a funeral is:
W AR p. 2314). The reference word in these combinations is a noun.

The category of adjectival units includes phraseological units
formed according to the model “noun + verb “opta”: jchagi opta -
unimaginable (lit. no pair: ¥1% AFd p. 2234). The grammatical
reference word in them is the verb. A noun can have a definition
expressed by the future participle: podzhal cot opta - unsightly (lit.
nothing to look at: W1 A4 p. 1037). It can also be accompanied by an
adverbial phrase which together with the participle acts as a definition:
mul pakke nan kogi - exhausted (lit. fish out of water; 715 A% p. 873).
In this group of phraseological units there can be two nouns each of
which is a supporting word: chipto choldo opta - homeless (lit. there is
no house or temple; W15 AFZ p. 2225). Each of them can have its own
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definition: aldon dzhon' morydong dzhon' opta - indifferent (lit. knows
or does not know - no feelings; W15 AFZ p. 1551).

The next group of adjective phraseological units: “noun + verb”
used with the probability suffix “ket” or having the form of a future
participle also meaning probability: phodochhonyy munkori ppegetta -
brave (lit. will tear the ring out of the door of the police station; cor-
russian sl. p.1717); sogym svinda — causeless (lit. salt sour; Y15 A4 p.
1351). The verb can be combined with another verb in the adverbial
form: chhamsega pan'atkanyl kyjo chinarya - cunning (lit. will a
sparrow without hesitation fly past the cereal? W% A4 p. 2260). The
grammatically supporting word in these combinations is the verb; the
gerund only clarifies it giving an additional shade of meaning.

We also include phraseological units consisting of a noun and a
service adjective “cot opta” or “mankhada” as adjective phraseological
units: senjvi pol kasimhal kotto opta — very poor (lit. even a mouse has
nothing to see and wash; W15 A p. 1278); kyrok chorok chinel
mankhada — acceptable (lit. suitable for somehow living; W% A}
p.760). The reference word here is a noun.

Some of the adjectival phraseological units are formed
according to the model of a simple sentence: san chokho mul choeun
gojang - a fertile land (lit. an area where there are good mountains and
good water; ¥ A p. 1202).

The last group of adjective phraseological units is a
combination of two adjectives the first of which has the ending of the
dividing participle “na”: khyna khyda - huge (lit. big although large;
TF A7 p. 2384). Both components are supporting.

Phraseological units of the adjectival type perform various
functions in a sentence:

- the definition function in the name: yokchogul chaba nayo
chhamhyonhara vanyn chhusan kathyn horyonyl naretta - The king
issued a stern order: “Catch and behead the traitor!”; chhusan katta -
stern, strict (lit. like autumn frost), (The Tale of Hong Gildon, p. 62);

- function of the predicate: yose koksanmo hensaegul pony aju
susanhagi jchagi opsymnida! - The biggest reward for me is that I saw
Kok Sanmo; chchagi opta — unimaginable (lit. there is no pair), (The
Tale of Khon Gildon, p. 32);

- function of circumstance: ssaumyn ttyt pakkedo son swipke
kkynnatta - The battle ended unexpectedly easily; the dream of a sweep
is easy, not difficult (lit. the hand is light), (The Tale of Hon Gildon, p.
81).
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By the number of components adjectival phraseological units
are distributed as follows: two-component phrases account for 48.8% of
their total number, three-component phrases - 27.9%, four-component
phrases - 18.6%, consisting of five or more components - 4.7%.

The general meaning of a phraseological unit consists of the
meanings of the components or is motivated by them in 54% of
phraseological units. In 46% of adjectival phraseological units, it is
difficult to identify the connection between the general meaning of the
phraseological unit and the meaning of the component.

The arrangement of components in a phraseological unit does
not differ from the arrangement of words in free phrases. The last
component is the supporting one except in those cases when the last
place is occupied by the adjective “katta” or the particle “man” which
are not independent. In phraseological units formed according to the
model of a simple sentence the reference word cannot be determined.

The syntactic connections between the components do not
differ from the syntactic connections between words in free phrases.
However, it should be noted that these connections are simple to form:
in 72% of adjective phraseological units the noun has a dictionary form,
in 26% - the nominative case form and only in 2% of phraseological
units the noun is formalized by the particle “to”( also).

CONCLUSIONS.

1. In phraseological units, the categorical meaning of which is
predicted by the grammatically supporting component, four lexical and
grammatical categories of phraseological units are distinguished:
substantive phraseological units (48.3% of phraseological units of this
group), verbal phraseological units (29.7%), adverbial phraseological
units (14%) and adjectival phraseological units (8%).

2. Phraseological units can perform the function of various
parts of speech in a sentence. Substantive phraseological units can
perform the syntactic function of a subject, nominal predicate,
definition, object; verbal phraseological units perform the function of a
predicate, circumstance, definition; adverbial phraseological units - the
function of a circumstance and a predicate; adjectival phraseological
units - the function of a definition, predicate, circumstance. 3. The
structure of phraseological units of the Korean language is organized in
the same way as the structure of free phrases: the subject takes the
position before the predicate, the predicate always stands in the last
place in the sentence, the definition is before the word it defines, etc.,
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that is, the arrangement of components in a phraseological unit
corresponds to the norms of Korean grammar. 4. The syntactic
connections between components do not differ from the syntactic
connections between words in free phrases.

Title: The Specifics of Concept Translation in the Linguistic Worldview
Author: Kurmanbekova V.A., Kazakh Ablai Khan University of International
Relations and World Languages, Almaty, Kazakhstan
Abstract: This article explores the specifics of translating concepts in the
linguistic worldview, emphasizing the importance of considering national and
cultural characteristics as well as conceptual structures when translating
literary texts. The author analyzes the interaction between languages and
cultures in the translation process, identifying key challenges in conveying
concepts from Korean to Russian.

Special attention is given to the translation of the concept of "life"
based on the literary work The Faithful Chunhyang translated by A.F.
Trocevich. The study provides examples of unsuccessful translation decisions
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and suggests more adequate ways to render nationally specific elements. Three
aspects of the concept are examined: cognitive, value-based, and associative,
along with the ways they are reflected in the target language.

The article highlights methods for translating proverbs, phraseological
units, and symbols used in Korean culture, emphasizing the need to adapt
cultural codes for Russian-speaking audiences. The conclusion states that an
adequate translation of concepts is only possible with a deep understanding of
the linguistic and cultural specifics of both the source and target languages.

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Title: Teaching Korean Studies using digital platform technology: Focusing on
the case of the K-MOOC program at K-Academic Diffusion Research Center
at Inha University

Abstract: Like many countries around the world, Kazakhstan has seen a
steady increase in the popularity of the Korean Wave through the rapid growth
of information media. This, in turn, has led to a growing interest in Korea and
a desire to study Korean studies among local Kazakhs. At the national level,
Kazakhstan has established good diplomatic relations with South Korea and
has been engaged in a wide range of cooperation in the political and economic
sectors, as well as culturally. In recent years, the Korean government has also
taken a keen interest in the education of the Korean diaspora, and the issue of
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Korean studies education has become a very active and ongoing topic. In this
paper, we will analyze the specificities of Kazakhstan, the limitations of
current Korean studies, and practical ways to overcome them according to
local Korean studies teachers and learners living in Kazakhstan. In particular,
as an example of digital platform technology that is in high demand today, I
will describe the main findings of a survey conducted by asking Korean
Studies learners to take a K-MOOC, a specialized course on Korean Studies
hosted by K-Academic Diffusion Research Center at Inha University. We
believe that such a study will be more meaningful as current Korean studies
learners are the ones who will connect the two countries' exchanges and
cooperation in the future.

In nationally influenced literature, women are portrayed as
bearers of love and tenderness, guardians of the home and family
values. At the same time, national literature has increasingly featured
strong and resolute female characters who symbolize emancipation,
strength, and, to some extent, the emergence and development of
gender equality in the modern world.

Female characters in literature hold significant importance and
play a crucial role in shaping the plot, developing themes, and
conveying specific messages. D.A. Khanipova argues that women in
literature can embody both the most positive and gentle traits, as well as
take on demonic characteristics. Figure 1 illustrates several key aspects
related to female characters in literature.

These are just a few examples, and both literary traditions
contain many more works and female characters that can be analyzed
and compared in greater depth. To achieve a more precise comparison
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of female representations in Korean and Kazakh literature, it is
recommended to refer to specific texts and conduct a detailed analysis.

However, based on the study of these works, several
observations can be made regarding the portrayal of female characters
in Kazakh and Korean literary discourse. The common traits of female
characters in these cultural traditions may be linked to ideals of
femininity, the role of women in family and society, gender stereotypes,
and sociocultural values. Some of these shared characteristics include:

¢ Both cultural contexts place great emphasis on motherhood and
the role of women as preservers of family and blood ties.

e Kazakh and Korean cultures are committed to preserving and
transmitting traditional values, which is often reflected in the
depiction of female characters.

e In both cultures, there is a tendency to favor conformity to
societal expectations or higher authorities over active self-
realization.

e Female characters in both literary discourses tend to be
sensitive and emotional while also demonstrating inner
strength.

e Women in both traditions often face discrimination or
challenge traditional expectations, showing perseverance and
resilience in certain circumstances.

However, there are also notable differences in the depiction of
female characters:

e Kazakhstan is predominantly a Muslim country, whereas South
Korea has a unique combination of Buddhism and
Confucianism. This difference influences the roles and life
goals of women in both cultures.

e Sociohistorical factors, such as collectivization in Kazakhstan
and the presence of American military forces in South Korea
after World War II, have also shaped the portrayal of female
characters in literary discourse.

The similarities and differences in female representations in
Kazakh and Korean literary discourse arise from the historical,
religious, sociocultural, and gender contexts of each culture. These
portrayals reflect varying degrees of gender equality, cultural values,
and national priorities.

Title: «Korean wave» in the East and the West: Features of the Cultural Form
of «Hallyu» and its Appeal to Young People

Abstract: The article presents a general characteristic of pop-cultural
preferences of modern youth in Western and Eastern countries, which are
formed by «hallyu» (on the example of the Russian Federation, China, the
USA); the factors that allow the «korean wave» to be popular among young
people around the world are considered; the main components traditionally
understood as features of «Western» and «Eastern» models of cultures
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characteristic of the «korean wave» are identified. The cultural form of the
«korean wave» identified by the authors has such characteristics as
romanticization, appeal to high feelings, lack of openness and violence,
traditional family values, and gender hierarchy. Korean doramas create a
romanticized image of society, a more inclusive and welcoming environment,
provide an opportunity to join a unified transnational community of fans and
socialize with the idols. Hybrid South Korean culture, incorporating a mixture
of Western and Asian values, challenges the linguistic, cultural, and ethnic
barriers of the modern world, allowing us to see the opposition to the dominant
Western cultural model and its values. By absorbing new cultural elements
from Western and Eastern countries, the «korean wave» is dynamically
renewed, which helps it to introduce itself into other countries.

English is spoken as a first or official language by over 380
million people in about 75 different countries. In addition, over a billion
people worldwide speak it as a second language, and experts say that
over 2 billion people in the world speak English in some form,
accounting for nearly a third of the world's population. Over 70% of
these people speak a second or additional language. A 2011 study
estimated that the number of English speakers in Asia was over 800
million. That figure has likely increased since then, as the percentage of
people whose first language is not English has become higher. Among
the countries that have contributed to the rise in the number of people
whose first language is not English is South Korea. Over the past few
decades, South Korea has gone from a select few academics speaking
English to an entire generation intensively learning English. This also
led to an obsession with English that gripped a country with strong
ethnic pride and cultural values. This obsession led to the so-called
“English fever.” This same idea helped the younger generation of
Koreans develop and master English [1].

In the late 19th century, Korea opened its doors to Western
countries by signing a trade treaty with the United States in 1882.
Communication in English then became essential for international
communication: conducting commercial transactions and resolving
diplomatic affairs. The Korean government established the first English
language school in 1883 in Seoul to train interpreters. This openness
also encouraged the arrival of advisers, teachers, Christian missionaries,
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and traders, who brought English with them to Korea. In the following
years, educators and missionaries opened government institutes and
schools that accepted talented young people to learn how to translate
Korean into foreign languages. In 1896, Korea published its first
English newspaper, The Independent, to promote Korean independence
from Japanese military action. This publication was considered a last-
ditch effort to show the world that Korea was independent and wanted
to remain so. Unfortunately, this failed and Korea fell under Japanese
colonial rule in 1910. During this time, English became a valuable tool
for both Koreans and Japanese in Korea. The Korean War in 1950
brought the United States Army back to the Korean Peninsula, giving
Koreans more contact with English speakers. Korean translators played
a crucial role during this time, as they acted as intermediaries between
the Korean Army and the US Army. This gave English more
importance and prestige and led to a series of political reforms
regarding the English language. At the end of the Korean War in 1953,
Korea began to use and borrow many English words in its language.

In 2017, the English language education system in South Korea
celebrated its 134th anniversary. It has undergone many changes since
1883 [4]. The first national English language curriculum was
established in 1955. In the 1980s, English became even more
widespread in South Korea with the hosting of the 1986 Asian Games
and the 1988 Olympic Games in Seoul. This prompted the government
to push its citizens to improve their English proficiency in order to help
Korea improve its international competitiveness.

Since the 1990s, the Korean government has promoted the
language by introducing new English language teaching programs and
using tests such as TOEIC and TOEFL to test proficiency. Knowledge
of English has become indispensable in Korean society as it is
considered the key to continued growth and success. Knowledge of
English has become an important requirement for entering school,
getting and keeping jobs.

English, which was once a secondary language in South Korea,
has become the most important language for progress and development.
In recent years, the English language has expanded and developed the
borders between countries and has become a new global language. One
of the most recent examples of newly developed English was South
Korea, which received many new words and new words from English
after the intensive process of modernization and westernization in the
60s and 70s. It created a new kind of "diversity" called "Konglish".
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However, while there have been several studies focusing on different
varieties of English, such as Indian, African or Jamaican English, too
little attention has been paid to Asian English, especially Konglish.
Given the country's high-yield economic and technological growth, as
well as its recent global popularity thanks to cultural phenomena such
as the Korean Wave or Hallyu, more research should be done to
understand this diversity. Thus, the purpose of this paper is to analyze
the linguistic diversity of the Konglish language, as well as to explore
the impact of English on the technology industry in Korea. In order to
do this, a lexical analysis is carried out through the study of various
vocabulary found in electronic newspapers.

Compared to other countries, English is a relatively new
language in Korea. However, this did not stop the English language as
it became an important pillar in Korean culture and language.
Historically, about 60% of the Korean vocabulary came from Chinese,
but today there are more than 20,000 English loanwords, accounting for
10% of the Korean vocabulary [1]. Considering that Korea is a country
with 5,000 years of history, in just 70 years English words have been
adopted at an ever-increasing rate, which is a remarkable figure.

After the fall of the Japanese Empire in 1945, Korea was
divided into two provisional countries: North Korea, under the
protection of the Soviet Union, and South Korea, under the protection
of the United States. In these circumstances, the Koreans had no choice
but to teach in English because the goal of establishing contact with the
US Army and the military government needed people who could
communicate in both languages [2].

After the Korean Civil War, South Korea's economy began to
grow rapidly due to the international trade and technology boom. This
modernization process brought many new words from the English
language that are still integrated into Korean culture in the 60s and 70s.
The fields affected by the loan process from English to Korean are very
diverse, but loanwords are often found in magazines and newspapers
about sports, cooking, fashion, technology, and other aspects of the
recently imported culture [3].

Currently, due to South Korea's gradual entry into the process
of globalization and the influence of Western culture on its society, the
number of borrowings from English is still increasing. Thus, the
influence of English not only created a new vocabulary in Korean, but
also created a new type of language "diversity" that mixes English and
Korean with different features: Konglish, as I will explain below.
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Konglish is usually described in different ways, so it is difficult
to give a precise definition. Some scholars, such as Kosofsky, have
called the English spoken and written by Korean speakers Konglish, but
many others, such as Lawrence, have classified it simply as "bad
English", i.e. grammar and vocabulary mistakes that Koreans often
make when speaking English [4]. Nevertheless, Konglish surpasses it.
This is how Korean English developed: “Although Konglish is thought
to have originated from corrupted and misunderstood English, it has
actually evolved into a variation of the language that suits the unique
linguistic, cultural, and social needs of Koreans”. In fact, Konglish has
reached the category of a variety or secondary language because it also
serves as a potential vernacular that reflects a linguistic approach to
morphology, semantics, syntax, pronunciation, pragmatics, and
discourse. One of these linguistic considerations is closely related to the
fact that Konglish uses terms that are borrowed from English, may be
direct slang words, Korean words, or purely Korean formations, and are
used only by Korean speakers. Furthermore, Ahn states that some of
these words are not code-switching, but borrowed, used as regular
vocabulary items, and listed in Korean dictionaries. The best example
of an English term that serves as a Kongle word is the expression
"Fighting" (3}°]¥/3}o]®]). When English speakers hear this word,
they think of aggression or some kind of physical violence, but in
reality, to Koreans, this expression means "cheering" or any word of
encouragement and support. As for its usage, Konglish is now an
important part of Korean culture and is used in every corner of the
language in everyday conversation. Nevertheless, it should be noted
that the frequency of kongling usage is high in areas where Western
culture has become popular in recent years: media and entertainment.

There are several reasons why English vocabulary is so actively
borrowed into the Korean language in the technological sphere:

1. Western Technological Superiority: Many new technologies and
concepts are initially developed in the West, and English terms
enter into international usage. Since Korea is a leading adopter and
innovator in technology, these terms naturally integrate into Korean
discourse.

2. Lack of Equivalents: In some cases, the Korean language simply
does not have exact equivalents for new concepts, which leads to
borrowing. Rather than creating entirely new Korean terms, it is
often more efficient to adopt the widely recognized English
terminology.
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3. Prestige and Globalization: The English language is associated
with progress, modernity, and international prestige, making its
borrowing more attractive. Using English-derived terms can also
enhance credibility, particularly in business, academia, and
marketing.

4. Ease of Communication in Global Markets: Given Korea's
strong presence in the global technology industry, using English
terms facilitates communication with international partners and
consumers. Many Korean companies, such as Samsung and LG,
operate globally and benefit from a shared technical lexicon.

5. Marketing and Branding Influence: English loanwords often
carry a sense of sophistication and appeal, making them more
marketable. Many tech products and services use English names or
Konglish variations to attract younger consumers and align with
global trends.

These adaptation processes highlight the dynamic nature of
English loanwords in Korean and their integration into everyday
language. As technology and globalization continue to influence
linguistic exchange, Konglish vocabulary will likely continue evolving,
reflecting new innovations and cultural shifts. Future research could
explore the social and linguistic factors influencing the adoption and
transformation of loanwords, as well as their impact on communication
in Korean media and daily life.

Borrowing English vocabulary has both positive and negative
effects on the Korean language and culture.

Positive Aspects:

1. Vocabulary Enrichment: New terms help describe modern
phenomena and technologies more accurately.

2. International Communication: English loanwords facilitate
global collaboration and access to technical knowledge.

3. Efficiency in Technical Communication: Using English
terminology in programming, coding, and software development
helps professionals understand global trends.

Negative Aspects:

1. Language Erosion: Excessive borrowing may lead to the decline
of native Korean words and expressions.

2. Cultural Influence: The dominance of English could reduce
Korea’s linguistic distinctiveness and cultural identity.
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3. Potential Miscommunication: The excessive blending of English
and Korean could lead to misunderstandings for those not familiar
with Konglish.

In this article we analyze internet-newspaapers: Digital Times
(TIA €9 EF) ), IT Chosun (o}o] E] = 41), Electronic Times (4 AF21%).
Based on the analysis of the corpus, it is evident that English
significantly influences several key semantic themes within the
technology field. Out of the 100 words extracted from the corpus, 48%
pertain to hardware and devices. Programming and development-
related terms account for 24% of the words. Meanwhile, 18% of the
terms are associated with internet lexicon and video games, and the
remaining 9% fall into various other categories.

It is necessary to divide the Konglish vocabulary according to
typology. Although there are some academics who have tried to classify
these terms differently (Cui; Kim), there are no such fixed or official
categories. Therefore, we propose own categories based on my
knowledge and experience in learning Korean [5].

When English loanwords are borrowed into Korean, they are
changed into Hangeul, the Korean script, and adjusted to conform to
Korean syllable structure standards and pronunciation. Therefore, the
original lexical item "bus" is modified by adding an epenthetic vowel to
create the Korean English loanword "beoseu" (¥ 2:), or "ba-i-ol-lin"
(vFel=#; from English "violin") is created by replacing the voiced
labiodental fricative /v/, which is not included in the Korean phoneme
inventory, with a stop.

Two instances of relatively simple loanword transfers from
English to Korean that solely demonstrate phonological and
orthographic adaptation are "beo-seu" and "ba-i-ol-lin." On the other
hand, additional loanwords exhibit modifications that Kim categorizes
into four distinct processes: semantic shift, creative compounding,
mixed-code combination, and clipping [6].

The syllable structure of Korean is more restricted than that of
English. This restriction leads to the use of segmental modification
when dealing with consonant clusters. To achieve this, Korean inserts a
vowel between consonants. For example, the word "spreadsheet",
which has two syllables in English, has six syllables in Korean. In
Korean, it is pronounced Z=>~ & = A| E [suh-puh-rae-duh-shi-tuh]. The
word "cream", which has one syllable in English, becomes two in
Korean, =% [khu-lim].

If the last syllable of a word ends in a consonant, it must be
followed by a short vowel sound. For example, the name of the
corporation "Starbucks" in Korean would be Z~E} 2~ [suh-ta:-boek-
suh]. The word "pass" in Korean is 3| 2= [pasa]. Here we see that the
last consonant has a strong [a] sound added to it, which sounds like the
"p1" sound in Russian.
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Paragogic vowels are also common. When a word ends in the
[d3] sound, the vowel sound [i:] is added to the end of the word. For
example, "orange" is pronounced as - 2 @A [rindzi:] [2].

Some English phonemes are not found in the Korean alphabet,
and this affects the Korean pronunciation of English loanwords.
Koreans have problems with phonemes (1/t/0/0/f/v/z) because they do
not exist in their language. In Korean, there is a difference between [r]
and [1], which causes pronunciation difficulties. The initial r in a word
can be pronounced as 1 or simply dropped. For example, “margarine” is
pronounced as P}7FH [ma-ga-rin]. Meanwhile, the TV show “Running
Man” is pronounced as ¥1'dW [reun-ning-maen], and “leader” is
pronounced as 2T [li-duh]. However, sometimes it is not that simple.
The phoneme [f] has been replaced with [p], as “friend” becomes
ZWE [puh-ren-duh]. The phoneme [v] was replaced with [b] as
“value” became "+ [bal-lyu]. The phoneme [z] was replaced with [d3]
as “pizza” became 3] A} [pi-dzal].

The Korean writing system is made up almost entirely of the
Korean alphabet, known as Hangul. Hangul consists of forty letters,
including ten vowels, eleven compound vowels, fourteen basic
consonants, and five double consonants. A simpler version consists of
only ten vowels and fourteen consonants.

The Korean language is constantly changing. Words are
constantly changing, new ones are being created. Some words go out of
fashion, while others acquire new meanings. Over the past decade,
Korean youth have developed a new style of Korean. This style has
emerged as a result of social changes and the introduction of
technology and text messaging. Many words have been shortened to
make typing easier and faster. This change in style has created a
generational gap between young and old people in Korea.

Korean media, particularly K-dramas, K-pop, and online
entertainment platforms, play a significant role in spreading Konglish.
Popular Korean TV shows and movies often incorporate English words
and phrases, normalizing their use among younger generations.

e K-dramas and Variety Shows: Many Korean dramas use

Konglish expressions such as “27#A©]” (Okay), “H|~E

A =" (Best Friend), and “V|®” (Meeting, meaning a group

blind date). These shows contribute to the widespread use of

English loanwords in everyday conversation.
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e K-pop Influence: K-pop lyrics frequently mix English and
Korean, making Konglish more accessible to global audiences.
Popular groups like BTS and BLACKPINK often include
English phrases in their songs, further reinforcing their
integration into the Korean language.

e Social Media and Streaming Platforms: Online platforms
such as YouTube, TikTok, and Instagram expose users to
English terms regularly. Korean influencers and vloggers often
switch between Korean and English, making Konglish a natural
part of online communication.

Nowadays, romanization is widely used in Korea because
Koreans consider it a fashionable writing style. Most store names or
brands are written in romanized language. Some of them are basic
English, while others may be native to Korea. The romanization of
Hangul using the Latin alphabet is known as "romaji". The Korean
government has created rules on how to properly romanize Hangul.
This standardization follows American pronunciation rules.
Newspapers, magazines, websites, advertisements, fashion, and the
media all have some form of English.

Sometimes English loanwords in Korea have a different
meaning than the original English word. For example, "service" in
Korea means "free" or "at home", not "help" or "repair work" as in
English. Another example is the word "fighting", which is translated as
"struggle" in English, but in Korea it means "you can do it!", which is
not the same as the participle meaning of the real word "fight". There
are many more examples like this.

Borrowed words mainly represent Western things in Korea that
cannot be expressed in Korean words. For example, Western-style food
or inventions can be written in Hangul, but they always look like the
original word. Hamburger in Korean is 3817 [haem-buh-guh], and
helicopter is 3 2] € [hael-li-kop-ta].

English borrowed words help create an image of Western
modernism and style in Korea. It contributes to this modern atmosphere
by using English in fashion, makeup, advertising, and youth culture.
Some famous Korean fashion brands are 8seconds, Be-yond Closet, and
The Studio K. Almost every fashion brand uses romanization in their
name, which helps to attract people's attention due to its unique writing
style compared to Hangul, which might be considered too plain or
boring [9].
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Companies like Samsung, KIA, LG and Hyundai, could not
successfully market their products worldwide without using English to
label their products. For example, Samsung uses the word Galaxy in its
line of smartphones, while car makers Hyundai and KIA use words like
Accent, Sportage, and Genesis to name their car models.

The influence of English on the Korean language, particularly
in the technological domain, is undeniable. As South Korea continues
to advance in globalization and technology, the presence of English in
its linguistic landscape will likely grow. While this linguistic borrowing
has numerous benefits, such as facilitating international collaboration
and technological progress, it also poses challenges to linguistic
identity and cultural preservation. Future research should focus on how
language adaptation occurs and how to maintain linguistic and cultural
distinctiveness in an era of global interaction.

Title: Adaptation of Lexical Borrowings in Korean and Russian Languages

Abstract: The relevance of this article is due to the need to identify the
common and specific in the origin of the vocabulary of the Korean and
Russian languages, including those associated with the borrowing process. The
borrowing process is a complex and multifaceted phenomenon caused by
intensive interlingual contacts, not limited to formal word transfer. And it
involves phonological, morphological and semantic adaptation to recipient
languages. The intensity of borrowing usually correlates with the political,
economic and cultural influence of one language on another. Moreover, in
addition to objective factors, subjective ones also play an important role - the
prestige of the source language, fashion for foreign words and individual
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preferences of speakers. Borrowings enrich the vocabulary of a language, but
can also cause a negative reaction associated with linguistic purism and the
threat of losing originality.
