THE ISSUES AND CHALLENGES CHILDREN FACE WITH IN MODERN
SCHOOLS

This paper presents reflections on the problems of education in modern Russian schools.
Schoolchildren face not only with difficulties in learning and socialization, but also psychological
pressure, and as a result, their self-esteem decreases. It is necessary to raise the motivation and
interest in the cognitive process among students with different levels of knowledge and revise school
system as well.

“Everyone is a genius. But if you judge a fish by its ability to climb a tree, it will live its whole
life believing that it is stupid.” Those words were once said by Einstein and that kind of situation we
can sometimes see in our schools.

Everybody has been there and knows everything about it, but once you ask yourself that simple
question “What is school for?” It’s quite hard to make up the answer. Recently we've asked a 13 year
old teenager “Why do you go to school?” and she replied: “well, I don’t know, my mum makes me go
there...” And most children give the same answers. Apparently there is a big problem with Russian
education system.

So to get a bigger picture we surveyed 65 people aged from 7 up to 20-25 years old. More than a
half said they didn’t like going to school. 72% of people claimed school doesn’t help in getting ready
for the future career. 73% of the interviewed stated they lost interest in their favorite subject because
of the teacher/classmates. (pic. 1, 2) So far most of the answers weren’t very optimistic, so we asked
one more question. What is school for? In general people replied that school should prepare you for
your life (teaches you social skills and helps in deciding on future occupation). But we already know
that modern schools have failed in these aspects.

That sounds just like 21 century schooling system. Except these days there’s way too much in-
formation out there and children have to learn by heart every single formula and fact even if they don’t
really know how to use that knowledge. '

This can be seen by looking at the TIMSS and PISA statistics in Russia. (Table 1, 2) TIMSS is an
international assessment that monitors trends in student achievement in mathematics, science and
reading [6] and PISA focuses mainly on application of skills and knowledge in real-world context. [I,
3] Russian students show pretty good results in disciplines taught within the confines of the educa-
tional standard. But they have no clue how to use that knowledge to come up with creative solutions.

Children in Russia aren’t taught how to use the gained knowledge, instead they are told to copy
word for word from the book to avoid making any mistakes on that test. Little did we know that many
great inventions were made almost accidentally as a result of numerous mistakes? Did you know that
Alexander Bell did not think he was inventing a “telephone” during his early experiments? His aim
was to create the device that could send multiple telegraph messages over the same wire.

One of the problems of modern education is that most educational programs involve the equal
study of the humanities, exact and natural sciences. The interests and inclinations of a particular child
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are not considered. Each subject teacher considers his discipline to be the main one and tries to load
students to the maximum.

Only high school students usually have the opportunity to choose a profile, and even then not in
all schools. Children waste time on hateful and unnecessary objects — this is a significant drawback of
modern school education.

Each school has its own rating. The higher it is, the more preferences the educational organization
has. The rating is made up of many indicators, in particular the “average score” of students and the
results of the USE. This leads to the next problem in general education schools. School grades do not
often correlate with real knowledge. Moreover, for many students, grades create complexes and be-
come a reason for bullying and other problems in school.

Some parents prepare their children for school themselves; while others believe that this is the
area of responsibility of teachers. Some children read and count at three years old, while others barely
add syllables and numbers at seven. And then 30-40 completely different children gather in one class.

It is not surprising that leaders and laggards appear, and this is also a kind of problem for modern
school. The classic school system does not take into account the interests of either one or the other.
Children who grasp the material quickly get bored in the classroom, and those who need a special ap-
proach are in constant stress.

The material that wasn’t learnt during classes becomes homework. According to sanitary rules
and norms, it should take 1.5-2 hours to complete homework in elementary school, 2.5 hours in 6th
grade, and 3.5 hours in 9th grade. The real numbers are much higher. Homework is often so volumi-
nous that you have to stay up late doing it. Especially if the child is not confident and is waiting for his
mom and dad to come home from work and help with assignments. This urgent problem of modern
education worries many parents.

Preparation for the basic and unified state exams goes against the daily educational activities of
schools. USE is a formatted exam. It is not enough to understand the subject; students are required to
have rather specific skills: to interpret assignments correctly, write answers in strict accordance with
the assessment criteria, and correctly fill out forms. The main problem of teaching at school is that
they do not teach this in the classroom — you have to hire tutors or attend preparatory courses.

Also modern high school does not fulfill an educational function — it only gives knowledge, but it
must without fail organize extracurricular activities of students. [2]

Voluntary-compulsory attendance of additional classes, class hours. tea parties and concerts is not
pleasant to most children and parents, especially when a child has his own sports training or a hobby
group. And for many students, this problem in education is relevant as well.

We as human beings are explorers, since the first day on this planet we learn things about this
world. And if a child gets interested in something nothing can stop him on his way to discovering
more facts about his area of interest. Sadly, most of us loose our passions once we reach our teens
simply because schools taught us that curiosity has to be left in the elementary school, and we have to
be adults and do a lot of meaningless boring to death things. All the dreams lost in schools and how
much potential goes to waste.

Now we want everybody to imagine a student, who always sits in the back of the class, he never
raises his hand, he fails every single one of his exams, but inside of him lives a passion and, if nur-
tured and brought out, will lead him to discover the cure for cancer. But that child’s talent and poten-
tial might never be recognized or noticed because in class he was always ignored and his worth was
Jjudged merely by his grades.

We believe that changing the educational system is a possible, yet bizarrely time consuming proc-
ess, since adapting a new educational system can take up to a century. So children that are in school
today definitely don’t have time to wait. The best thing for students to do is to be strong and to keep
chasing their passions, no matter how hard it gets. But that cannot be done without teachers’ commit-
ment. Children need teachers that see them, those shy sitting in the back of the class kids. Students
need teachers who do their job with the intention of igniting hope and curiosity inside their hearts. The
world needs schools to stop judging a fish by its ability to climb a tree.
